“Bd,” as he is known to most of us, became an instructor on our
campus in 1916, after receiving a B. S. degree from both the Kan-
sas State College of Agriculture and Applied Science, and Fort Hays
Kansas State College in 1915. Since that date he has been granted
an A, M. degree from Lhe University of Minnesota.

Being very aggressive and experienced in his work, Mr, Davis has
developed an Industrial Arts department which is outstandingly pop-
ular and praise-worthy. His interest in young men has been of great
value to him in as much as his work is with them. He is especially
interested in athletics and its development.

Changes in Rules for 1937 Football Season
1. At the start of the second half, players are not required to re-
port to officials and there are no restrictions on communications.
2. When the kick-off goes out of bounds over the end zone, the ball
will be placed on their 35-yard line. The ball will be put into play
by scrimmage. Should the ball have traveled less distance, going
out of bounds, it would be the receiver’s ball 10-yards in from
where the ball crossed the sideline.

No player may kick at a free ball.—Penalty, loss of ball to op-
ponents.

4. Another change in football regulations, and not a rule, is that
the numerals must be beth on the front and back of the playing
jersey.



ALUMNI BODY ENLARGED

By a vote of the entire membership present at the annual meeting
of the Alumni Association of the Fort Hays State College, the mem-
bership in the Alumni organization was increased from 1850 mem-
bers to approximately 2000 eligible members. The new amendment
to the constitution provides that anyone who has been granted a de-
gree, a diploma, a certificate, or those who have thirty or more hours
of resident credit in this institution shall be eligible to membership
in the Alumni Association of Fort Hays Kansas State College.

This greatly increases the eligibility list and it is the belief of
those in charge that such a change will materially benefit the col-
lege. Here-to-fore only those students who received certificates prior
to 1922 and all degree people were permitted membership. The select-
iveness of this set-up eliminated close contacts with former students
who are also particularly interested and loyal to the welfare of our
College.

Since the benefits of an alumni organization is far reaching and
very worthwhile in the developing of a great college, it is the de-
sire of the Alumni Association to sponsor any project of value to our
institution.

During the past ten years direct contact has been maintained with
approximately 1850 alumni. A complete up-to-date mailing and infor-
mation list is available at all times for this group. In 1922 a life
membership plan was adopted which provided $5.00 Life Memberships.
This membership money was used as a Loan Fund for deserving sen-
ior students. To date this fund has grown until is is now approxi-
mately $3000. The goal of the association is to increase the fund to
many times that amount by the enrollment of all who are eligible
for membership as Life Members of the Alumni Association.

THE TIGERS GROW UP

During the last twenty years this school has evidenced an almost
phenomenal development in its athletic department. From no athle-
tic department at all to the present set-up is an achievement of which
we can well be proud., The old normal school of 1903 had no pro-
vision in its program for athletics. The students got their exercise
in just walking to an from school and at the community gatherings
and ball games on Sundays. When the school was built on its pre-
sent site there was not even a gymnasium. However it was not long
until the gymnasium was built (1906) and an athletic program, on
a very minor scale initiated. However, the athletic department did
not get its name in the news until along in the early teens of the
nineteenhundreds.

In 1913 Ira H. Van Cleave was in charge of the physical education
department, as well as an instructor in fine arts. He had a team
in baseball, football and basketball. They played various high school
teams in western Kansas and one college—Cooper College. There was
also an organization on the campus—the Literati Society which spon-
sored athletics as one of its activities, We joined the Kansas Con-
ference, an organization consisting of about all the colleges in the
state, and in 1916 celebrated our first season in college athletics. The
team came out second in the Conference for that year—having won
nine games, At this time W. G. “Bunt” Speer was the athletic direc-
tor and head football coach.

1917 was an outstanding season. This was our first state confer-
ence championship. Out of the six games won the oponents only
scored in one, About three years after this A. J. Robertson was ap-
pointed as head of the athletic department. In February of this
vear (1920) the “K” club was formally organized and officers elected.
This was a fairly successful season, however, and defeats were re-
gistered only to veteran and high ranking teams from much larger
schools.

WIN CHAMPIONSHIP

In 1921 Robertson was superseded by George J, “Rook” Woodward.
Ralph Archer, a star player of the 1917 championship team was the
assistant football coach. This was another championship year with
six victories to our credit. The next year “Bill” Weidlein was added
to the athletic department. He was our first regular line coach. It
was about this time that the famed “Jack” Riley got his first “K.”
Jacob “Bunny” Gross came into prominence as a F. H. S. athlete.
A little later Frank P. Mandeville became the athletic director and
Weidlein head football coach.

During these times all athletic events transpired in Lewis Field,
which is now the practice field south of the coliseum. The grand-
stand was a frame structure with a seating capacity of fifteen hun-
dred. A white board fence surronded the field. The fence was erect-
ed by the college boys and painted by the college girls. All the labor
was volunteer, the college having to furnish only the materials.

From the standpoint of games won—1926 was not a very success-
ful season. However this was the first time since 17 that we had
defeated St. Mary’s college. 27 was not a championship year but
there were a lot of men out and the team made an excellent show-
ing. In 1928 Mandeville was still head of the department with Har-
old Schmidt as assistant. Weidlein was head football coach. “Dutch”
Lorbeer, at present scouting for the Detroit Tigers, a 1925 graduate



was made assistant football coach. Jacob “Bunny” Gross was the
freshman coach. Weidlein succeeded Mandeville as head football

coach.
JOIN CONFERENCE

In 1927 we joined the Central Inter-Collegiate Athletic Associa-
tion. Professor Parker was chosen as faculty represenative on the
board. Mr. Parker, a star athlete of Northwestern University, serv-
ed in various capacities on this board for ten years until 1937 and then
he requested a reprieve and Ed Davis was appointed in his stead.
At present there are five colleges in this organization. Besides Fort
Hays State there are Wichita Univeresity, Pittsburg Teachers, South-
western and Emporia Teachers.

Andy Schoeppel served as head coach in 1930. He had been the
assistant coach the previous year. Mr. Schmidt was the assistant
professor at that time. 1931 was the first time in the history of the
school that an alumnus was selected as head football coach. Wilbur
“Jack” Riley was appointed as head football coach. James Yeager
was assistant coach. Gross served as field and basketball coach and
Jimmy Burchett as freshman coach. The Tigers ranked fifth in the
C. I. A, C. for that year. We came up a bit in the next season—'33—
when we ranked second in the conference with a total of one hun-
dred forty-five points to sixty-one for the opponents. No remarkable
showing was made after this until 1935.

In 1935 Paul Gross, also a F. H. S. Alumnus, was selected the diree-
tor of athletics; James Yeager was instructor in physical education
and football coach. This year the team made a good showing and
finished the season to share the championship with Wichita and
Pittshurg Teachers.

The team for 1936 was coached by Paul Waldorf. Bill Bearley an-
other Fort Hays grad, was assistant coach. “Busch” Gross served
as backfield coach and Marion McDonald as freshman coach. The
team scored seventy-seven points to their opponents seven. They
finished the season with the undisputed conference championship.

To us of the present student body such names as “Red” Huffman,
Bill Reisig, Eugene Niewald, Ward Reigel ete., are familiar but
such names as Ernest Albert, Dutch Anders, Ralph Archer, Julius
Bahl, Claude Bice, Frank Carman, Ralph Conger, Alex Francis,
Raymond Weltz, Jacob Gross, Joe Mahoney, Walt McFerren, LeRoy
Opdyke, Ted Rardin, Andy Reigel, Abe Schneider, C. J. Wilson and
about one-hundred and fifty more would bring smiles and thrilling
memories to many old grads.

PROGRESS IN RELATED DEPARTMENTS

From no athletic department at all to a modern, excellently equipp-
ed athletic department is indeed a remarkable record. From a make-
shift frame grandstand with a seating capacity of fifteen hundred
to the present stone and concrete stadium is a far ery.

In conjunction with the advancement of the athletic department
proper, the health department has evolved. Up until 1929 there was
no health department at all. At that time Doctor Morris was appoint-
ed as head of that division and of physical education. Always on
hand when and wherever he is required, Doctor Morris has built
this up into one of the outstanding offices of the college.

Together with a fine line of coaches, outstanding groups of athle-
tes, an enthusiastic student body and the counsel and spirited en-
deavor of the faculty and sports fans, such progress as we now
witness has been made possible and it is to the present that we
now turn. With high, and not unfounded hopes we are eagerly antici-
pating the capture of another conference championship.
