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PAUL WALDORF

HEAD FOOTBALL COACH

Behind the Fort Hays State gridiron machine, planning new meth-
ods of attack, spotting weaknesses, and work to overcome them is
Coach Paul Waldorf. Starting his fourth year as mentor of the “West-
ern Kansas University” Waldorf has no easy task set before him. He
has only nine lettermen back from last year’s squad around which to
build his team. Graduation took heavy toll, both in the line and back-
field. The Fort Hays State mentor is faced with the necessity of filling
these gaps.

Paul began his career at Baker University, where to this day a not
too old “grad” will reminisce, “Remember when Paul Waldorf played
halfback”. Waldorf furthered his education in the University of Ari-
zona where he received his Master’s degree. He also has two summers
of work at the University of Wisconsin.

During his coaching experience, Waldorf had two years at Went-
worth Military Academy, in Missouri. He came to Fort Hays from
McKendree College, Lebanon, Illinois, where he coached for three
vears. During the seasons of 1933 and 1935 McKendree College was
runner-up in the “Little Nineteen Conference”.

“Busch” is a former Fort Hays State athlete.
At present he is director of athletics, and B
squad coach. “Busch” is the man behind the
sports calendar, arranges schedules, coaches
basketball, and is general head of the athletic
department.

Gross has been coach and an instructor at
Fort Hays State for nine years. His record has
been unusually good; during five of the past six
years he has groomed potential championship
teams that have finished high in the Central
Conference standings. Grosse coached formerly
at Augusta before coming to Fort Hays State,
which has been a continuation of the success
he enjoyed at Augusta.

“BILL” BEARLEY

Bearley, a former Fort Hays
State graduate, returned to his
Alma Mater in 1935, to become
director of physical education
and assistant football and track
coach. “Bill” was a former Fort
Hays State fullback, his play
was characterized by fine block-
ing, deadly tackling, and line
plunging; and at all times a con-
stant inspiration to his teani-
mates.

He and Captain Hunley are
the only two players who have already earned three letters. Jay will
be missed when Fort Hays State lines up for the opening kickoff next
yvear He is from Colby and he weighs 180 pounds.

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TIGER TALES

This afternoon the 1939 edition of the Fort Hays Tigers makes its
final appearance on the home gridiron. Hindered by injuries and
tough breaks the fighting Tiger eleven prepares to wind up a hectic
season with only one victory to its credit. Opening against the New
Mexico Aggies at Las Cruces they received a 33-7 drubbing. Then the
powerful Wildeat aggregation of Kansas State walloped the hapless
Tigers Tigers 84-7. Attempting a comeback the Tiger team battled
Oklahoma City University to a 0-0 tie in the first home game of the
season and held the Pittsburg Teachers 7 all in the next week’s strug-
gle. Still showing top form they came within an inch of the coveted
victory, dropping a close one to the Ravens of St. Benedict’s 12-7. Un-
able to withstand the strain of such big time competition they slacked
up temporarily and allowed the Emporia State Hornets to trample
them 21-0. Then returning to native soil they ran rough-shod over the
Moundbuilders of Southwestern 46-6 to score the only win so far this
season. 2

Nearing the completion of their 1939 schedule, which has been one
of the toughest in history, the Tigers have only two more games this
year. Today’s encounter with the Brones from Hastings, Nebr., and the
annual football epic with the Wheatshockers of Wichita U. next week-
end.

Although very little information is available on today’s opponent,
the Hastings squad has had a very successful season. Winning every
game but one, they boast a sparkling passing attack as well as a tricky
box formation which causes their opponents no end of worry. The
spark of their offensive attack is Garrison, a triple threat man who
has been running wild this season.

Besides being the last home game, today’s game also marks the
final appearance of four Fort Hays seniors on the local gridiron.
“Tobe” Hunley, Claude Bice, Jay Boyer and Guy Barnes will all be
graduated before next year’s grid season opens. These boys are deter-
mined to write “finis” to their careers on Lewis Field in a blaze of
glory and their efforts may well be the deciding factor in the outcome
of this afternoon’s game.

And so we bid farewell to another year of football at Fort Hays
Kansas State College and to a team who, although lacking in scoring
power, have never failed to provide Tiger fans with their share of
thrills. From the standpoint of victories this has not been a successful
season. But from the inexperienced youngsters of today will be devel-
oped the veterans of the future, and the experience gained in playing
such big time competition as was in this year’s schedule may provide
Hays with a Conference winning team in the years to come.

—Using flying block or flying tackle—Kicking team player ahead of
restraining line—Attempts to draw opponents offside—Player out of
bounds when serimmage begins—Receiving team player ahead of re-
straining line—Lineman running with, passing or kicking ball—Piayor
taking more than two steps after f1ir catch—Ball not pu. in play by
scrimmage when specified—Illegal attempt by snapper-back to put bail
