JOHN CARMODY—
170-pound back who is
senior from Hays, earned
his first “K” letter two
years ago after transferr-
ing from the University of
Arizona. He has been an
outstanding track man at Fort Hays State,
and his speed makes him a valuable man
in the Tiger backfield. During his high
school years, he was an excellent athlete
for the St. Joseph Cadets.

JIM FARLEY—
147 - pound  quarterback
who is a senior from
Meade, is called “Little

caller as well as a flashy runner.
DON FOWLER—
175-pound end who is a
senior from Kalvesta, won
his first varsity “K” last
fall and proved to be a
top-notch man in the
. flank position. He is un-
doubtedly slated for plenty of action dur-
in gthe 1950 season.
STEVE GARRITY—
170-pound center who is
a sophomore from Wel-
lington, was awarded a
football letter last season
as a freshman. He is a
good line backer and does
a good job of holding down the pivot spot
when the going is tough. Garrity was a
well-known athlete at Wellington before
coming to Fort Hays State.

LEROY GERSTNER—
175-pound end who is a
sophomore from Hays, is
an aggressive flanker who
knows how to nab the op-
posing runners behind the
line of serimmage. He
earned his first letter at Fort Hays State
as a freshman last season.

HERB GREENSTREET—
180 - pound  quarterback
who is a junior from Of-
ferle, worked his way up
from the “B” squad to
win his first “K” last
year. As well as being a
capable signal caller, he has developed an
accurate passing arm to boost the Tiger
aerial attack.

FRANK HAAS—
205-pound tackle who is
a sophomore from Hays,
is fast in spite of his size
and is a tough man to
buck in the Tiger forward
wall. Coming to Fort Hays
State last fall after playing excellent ball
for the St. Joseph Cadets, he earned his
first letter last season and made a place
for himself on the Tiger squad.

ART HAMILTON—
160-pound halfback who is
a sophomore from Oberlin,
won his first “K” last
year after transferring to
Fort Hays State from
Kansas University. He
doubles in track as a broad jumper, and
he has a stride that cuts down the yardage
on the gridiron.

GENE HESS—
who is a junior from Her-
rington, saw some action
with the Tigers in 1948
but didn’t get rolling until
last year when he received
\ his first letter. He is a
hard-running, fast thinking signal caller.
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RALPH HUFFMAN, Head Football Coach:

In his fifth year as head football coach, “Red”
zuided the 1949 gridders to a third-place con-
ference tie with Emporia State, and in 1948, his
team captured second place in the CIC. Huff-
man also is assistant basketball coach.

“Red” was all-conference and all-state foot-
ball center at Fort Hays State in 1936. After
graduation, he began his coaching career at At-
wood where he spent two years. Next Huffman
advanced to Dodge City junior college where he coached three years. In 1942, he re-
ceived his Master's degree in physical education from the University of Missouri and
joined the physical education staff at Fort Hays State.

During 1943 and 1944, Huffman was on the physical education staff of the army
aviation program at Fort Hays State. In 1945 he was football line coach at Kansas
university, in 1946 he returned to Fort Hays State as head coach.

PAUL “BUSCH” GROSS, Director of Athletics:

Aftere piloting Tiger basketball teams for six-
teen seasons, “Busch” is now acting as chairman
of health and physical education and director of
athletics at Fort Hays State.

Gross first came to Fort Hays State as a
freshman in 1917. He served in World War I,
and came back to star in both football and basket-
ball with the Tigers. He graduated in 1922, and
began coaching high school sports at La Crosse.
fle spent a year at La Crosse, one at Howard, and six years at Augusta where his
championship teams were known all over the state.

Gross came back to Fort Hays State in 1930 as head basketball coach. He was co-
director of athletics until 1935 when he became full director. His basketball teams tied
for the conference title twice and finished in second position many times. He ended his
aetive coaching duties in 1946.

Gross received a master's degree in physical education from the University of
Missouri in 1939.
COACHING STAFF
COACHING STAFF
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CADE SURAN, Head Basketball Coach:

Going into his fifth year as head basketball coach at Fort
Hays State, Coach Cade Suran has given the Tiger Cagers
an outstanding basketball record, climaxed last season by
Fort Hays State winning the CIC championship for the first
time in the history of the school. Suran’s team tied for sec-
ond place in the CIC in 1947, tied for third in 1948, and fin-
ished in second place in 1949.

After spending his high school days at Kipp, Suran at-
tended college at Emporia State and then transferred to
Kansas Wesleyan university where he got his Bachelor’s
degree. He was an outstanding varsity forward for the Wesleyan Coyotes for four
vears. Following his college days, he coached outstanding high school teams at Har-
lan, Downs, and Wellington before joining the Fort Hays State staff. This will be his
sixteenth year as a basketball coach, and his teams, including the Tiger clubs, have
won better than 70 per cent of their games.

Suran is also assistant track and football coach and physical education instructor.
He received his Master’s degree at Fort Hays State this spring.

ALEX FRANCIS, Head Track Coach:

Alex Francis has been head track coach at Fort Hays
State since 1926, and his Tiger teams have yet to be beaten
in dual competition. 1In his initial season of guiding the
Tiger Thinelads, nis men captured the Central conference
title for the first time in the history of the school, and they
have fimshed near the top in that league each year since the
victorious season.

Francis was graduated from Fort Hays State in 1935
and received his Master’s degree from the University of Mis-
souri in 1940. He spent his high school coaching days direct-
ing football and track at Mankato, Holton, Oberlin, and Abilene.

During World War II, Alex was a physical training director with the Army Air
corps and was discharged with the rank of captain. In addition to his duties as head
track coach, he is football backfield coach, director of the men’s intramural program,
and physical education instructor at Fort Hays State.

MARION McDONALD, Tennis and Golf Coach:

Now in his second vear with the Tigers, MeDonald took
over as coach of tennis and golf last year and had a success-
ful season. He also coached “B” squad football and basket-
ball, and he proved his ability to produce excellent teams.

MeDonald received his Bachelor’s degree from Fort Hays
State in 1937, received his Master’s from George Peabody
college in 1938, and also has one year of work toward a Ph.D.
degree at George Peabody college as well as one summer’s
work at Boston college.

He coached at Western Carolina State Teachers college
at Cullowhee, North Carolina, spent two years in the army air force, and then returned
to Cullowhee as head of the physical education department. Two years ago he came
back to Kansas to join the coaching staff at Washburn university and then began
coaching at Fort Hays State last year.
