Air-Minded Eastern New Mexico Invades Tonight

Tonight’s opponent is pass-minded Eastern
New Mexico University of Portales, N. Mex. The
Greyhounds and the Tigers have identical records
going into tonight’s contest, each with a single
victory and two defeats.

The visitors boast a young but experienced
squad with 16 lettermen and several promising
transfers on tonight’s traveling squad. The
Hounds opened their season with three tough
opponents, losing to Central Oklahoma (eighth-
ranked nationally), 13-6, and to powerful Sul
Ross State (Texas), 28-9, before smothering
Adams State (Colorado), 32-13, last week.

Fort Hays State topped Kearney State (Ne-
braska), 24-0, in the opener before losing in
close games with Northwest Missouri (17-16) and
Colorado College (14-6). The Bengals have out-
gained their opponents in each game, despite the
1-2 record.

Eastern New Mexico blanked FHS, 25-0, at
Portales last fall. It was the first time the two
schools had ever tangled on the gridiron. Quar-
terback Sonny Wiginton and fullback Jerry Blake-
ly led the New Mexicans in that game, and both
return to battle the Tigers tonight.

FHS played one of its worst games in years
at Portales last yvear, but Wayne Schumacher and
Jerry Brown, who were the Tigers’ only effective
runners against the Greyhounds last fall, are
both back for tonight’'s action.

Coach Wayne McConnell’s Tigers will be
without freshman defensive ace Dick Chastain
tonight, in all probability. The 212-pound Russell
product was sidelined all week with flu and a
torn thigh muscle. Brown is slated to move into
Chastain’s spot as starting defensive end.

End Don Schrock has been slowed during
practice sessions by a pulled ligament in his foot.
Otherwise, the Tiger squad is in good physical
condition for tonight’s fray.

ENMU is without letterman tackle Jim West
and may not be able to use letterman halfback
Norman Nelson because of injuries.

Among the Greyhounds to watch tonight are
halfbacks Pete Jaquess and Billy Adams, quarter-
back Wiginton and fullback Blakely in the back-
field ; freshman end Burrell Tucker, and chunky
veteran Tank Forrester at guard. Wiginton is the
star of the Pack. The lanky quarterback holds
nearly all the school’s passing records and has
completed 30 of 50 passes in three games this
season.

Jaquess is Wiginton’s favorite target, with
13 catches in three games. Blakely serves as the
team’s punter and one of the top ground gainers,
along with Jaquess and Adams. The latter is a
sophomore transfer from West Texas State.

Tonight’s game is the final non-conference
outing for McConnell’s charges. They open the
CIC season by entertaining a high-flying Omaha
