Fort Hays State's Tigers have their work cut
out for them in today’s Homecoming battle.

The opponent, Pittsburg State, is the defend-
ing national small college champion and is cur-
rently ranked among the top 20 small college
teams nationally. The Gorillas are the only team

In History . . ..

A year ago . . .

FHS became the first team in six games to
score on the high-flying Pitt Gorillas, as the Tigers
managed a 7-0 first quarter advantage. But the
homestanding Pitt crew, playing before more
than 13,000 Homecoming fans, had it all their
own way after that and romped to a 41-7 victory.
The Gorillas went on fo win the national small
college championship and chart 11 straight vic-
tories. Wayne Schumacher scored the surprising,
but only, Tiger TD.

Five years ago . . .

Enroute to another small college national
title, Pitt buried FHS, 54-0, at Pitisburg. The
Tigers never threatened and managed only 50
yards rushing and 12 passing, while Pitt rolled
up 426 yards in total offense. It was the biggest
rout in the history of the series.

Ten years ago . . .

An inspired FHS squad came from behind
fo surprise the heavily-favored Gorillas, 7-7, at
Lewis Field Stadium. Two freshmen, Harry
Vratil and Richard Lousch, led the Tigers, with
Lousch getting the lone TD. Curt DeBey kicked
the extra point. It was one of the few bright
spots in a 1-6-2 season for FHS.

put the Gorillas behind Omaha and Fort Hays
State, who tied last week.

If the Tigers win today, they must then
down their remaining three league foes and wait
for someone to knock off Omaha.

Pitt holds a definite upper hand in the his-
tory of the series. In 34 past games, beginning
in 1925, the Gorillas have won 20 to only eight
for FHS. Six games ended in ties. Pitt has won
the last three, including a 41-7 decision last year
and a 44-7 romp the year before. Fort Hays
State’s last triumph was by a 16-7 tally in the
Homecoming game of 1958.

This year the Southeast Kansas squad has a
4-1 mark, with victories over Southwest Missouri,
14-7; Central Missouri, 16-0; Missouri Mines, 28-
6, and St. Benedict's, 34-14. The loss was fo
Northeast Missouri 34-12.

FHS has blanked Northwest Missouri, 21-0,
and Colorado College, 33-0; lost to Kearney
(Neb.) State, 27-13, and tied Omaha, 20-20.

Coach Carnie Smith’s Pitt team is led offen-
sively by all-CIC quarterback Phil Vogrin. Car-
rying the rushing load are lettermen Bob Fulton,
who charted 172 yards rushing against St. Bene-
dict's, and Chuck Sturdevant.

In the line, the Gorillas offer NAIA All-
American Harlan Hess, who has moved from
tackle to end, and 245-pound Jerry Archer, NAIA
All-American linebacker, in addition to all-CIC
honorable mention guard Tom Spiewak. All-CIC
guard Eddie Carter has an injured leg and prob-
ably won't play today.

For FHS, halfbacks Royce Hamala and Larry
Bates will be back in action after missing the
Omaha game and quarterback Dave Parker ap-
pears to be returning to playing form after a
virus cost him an 18-pound weight loss.

One of the highlights of each year’s Homecoming activities
is the announcement of the recipient of the annual “Busch” Gross
Award.

A committee annually selects the winner on the basis of
character, leadership, scholarship and athletic achievement while
on the Fort Hays State campus.

The award is a fribute to Paul “Busch” Gross, now in his
33rd year on the FHS faculty.
