the game will be broadcast by KAYS radio.
The next home game will be Homecoming,
Oct. 20, when national small college cham-
pion Pittsburg State comes to Hays.

In History . . ..

A year ago . . .

Colorado College scored 14 points in the
second period to down the Tigers, 14-6, at Colo-
rado Springs. The bitterly fought contest saw
Dave Parker absorb a severe physical pounding
from his former CC teammates. One Tiger TD
was called back on a controversial offside play.
Steve Worley paced the Tiger ground attack with
83 yards rushing and the FHS touchdown.

Five years ago . . .

A field goal by George Grant with 11 min-
utes fo play gave Colorado College a 22-20 vic-
tory over FHS at Colorado Springs. The Tigers
had led, 20-6, early in the second period. Colo-
rado threatened several other times in the last
half as they tore down the Tiger lead. Chuck
Vernon, Ron Leonard and Darrel Hildebrand
scored for FHS.

Ten years ago . . .

CC romped fo a 49-0 victory over FHS at
Colorado Springs, earning its seventh victory of
the season against two losses. It ended a 1-6-2
season for FHS. Following this game, the series
did not resume until 1957.

FHS outgained CC but lost, 14-6. In that con-
test, Tiger star Dave Parker received a physical
beating from his former teammates at Colorado
College—Dave transferred to Hays from the
Mountain Stafe school. Also in that fray, the
Bengals had a touchdown called back on an off-
side call that they disputed heatedly.

Both teams are nicknamed Tigers, and both
schools feature black and gold as their school
colors.

Coach Jerry Carle’s CC crew of a year ago
compiled a 5-3-1 record, and this year’s group
includes eight lettermen and a number of squad-
men from that team. Among the top returnees
are flashy halfback Vince Greco, end Mike Minel-
li and guards Al Loosli and John Trujillo. Greco
was one of the offensive mainstays against FHS
a year ago, and Lloosli intercepted a pass that
ended the last scoring chance for the Tigers.

Carle, a Northwestern University graduate,
employs a pro-style offensive attack, with a slot-
back, split ends and a flanker. The pattern near-
ly always presents a potentially wide-open ball
game.

This year the Coloradans have split in two
games, downing St. Mary’s of the Plains, 14-7,
before losing to Washburn University, 20-14.
They have had a week off since losing to Wash-
burn Sept. 15. Fort Hays State is their third con-
secutive Kansas opponent this season.

Fort Hays State opened its season with a 21-0
decision over Northwest Missouri State last week-
end, compiling the biggest winning margin in
the 13-game history of the series with the Bear-
cats. The Tigers came out of that contest with
no serious injuries, although end Cliff Leiker, who
grabbed all three completed Tiger passes, suffer-
ed an ankle injury.
