Tonight's Game-
Winner Will Own Crown

Tonight’s football game between the Fort Hays State Tigers and
the Omaha University Indians will decide the championship of the Cen-
tral Intercollegiate Conference.

Both squads possess perfect 3-0 conference records and both
teams lead the conference in most of the statisties.

Omaha is 7-1 on the season, having lost only to Northern Illinois
28-13. Since that game they have rolled over six straight opponents.

Fort Hays State is 6-2 overall having lost to Colorado State Col-
lege and Southern Colorado State.

The Indians and the Tigers have defeated the other conference
teams by almost identical scores. Omaha beat Pittsburg State 27-7,
Washburn 19-10 and Emporia State 46-14. Fort Hays State defeated
Pittsburg State 21-7, Washburn 25-0 and Emporia State 42-T.

On the basis of size, speed and depth, Omaha would probably be
rated a one or two-touchdown favorite but with the game on the Tigers’
home field, the Fort Hays State crew feels the squads are about equal
tonight.

Tonight’s game closes out the season for the home-standing Ti-
gers. Omaha has one more contest left, that being Drake next week.

The Fort Hays State team will be shooting for its first undisputed
conference crown in 29 years. They shared the title in 1954 with Wash-
burn University and have since found the door closed to the ecrown room.

Omaha, since joining the conference in 1959, has won two CIC
Their latest was two years ago.

Leading the way for the high-flying Indians this season has been
all-conference quarterback Marlin Briscoe. A 5-10, 175-pound Omaha
lad, Briscoe leads the CIC in passing and total offense.

Lending a big hand in the Indian success story are All-American
halfback Gerald Allen, fine pass receiver Rick Davis, guard and co-cap-
tain Harlan Aden and a host of other Indian strongmen.

Countering the Indian thrust are all-conference Tigers Bob John-
son and Ron Morel. Johnson, the league’s leading rusher and scorer and
Morel, the leading punter in the conference, have been greatly respon-
sible for the Tigers’ success.

In summary then, the game boils down to the top offensive team
in the conference meeting the top defensive team in the conference. It
could hardly be a more appropriate setting for a championship contest.

One Year Ago. ..

Hoping to avenge the trouncing
from the year before the Tigers
traveled to Omaha last year to set-
tle up with the Indians. They
were turned back again howover
and lost again. The final score 33-
15. Tiger touchdowns included a 3-
yard run by Steve Worley ; a safe-
ty; and a 43-yard pass from Van-
Laningham to Anthony. Van Lan-
ingham counted for one conversion.
The Indians scored on 2 and 9-yard
runs by Larry Trofholz; a 23-yard
scamper by Doug Butler; a 22-yard
run by Terry Williams and a 7-
yard pass play from Marlin Bris-
coe to Lew Garrison. Terrill Ed-
wards accounted for three extra
points.
