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Tonight's Game
Indians Have Fine Speed

Tonight’s football game features the Southern Colorado State
College Indians and the Fort Hays State College Tigers in a non-confer-
ence tilt for the Bengals.

Southern comes in 2-3-1 on the season and faces the 2-3 mark of
the Tigers. The visitors have lost to Panhandle State (Okla.) ; Western
New Mexico University; and Fort Lewis College (Colo.) Wins have
come over Washburn University and Emporia State College. The lone
tie was with Colorado State College at Greeley.

The Indians handled the Washburn Ichabods 20-0 at Pueblo and
walloped Emporia State 34-6 also at home. In this respect at least, the
two squads meeting tonight should be about even. FHS defeated Wash-
burn 35-0 and Emporia State 26-7.

Pacing the Southern Colorado attack is speedster Frank Hester.
The Clinton, Okla., senior packs 190 pounds on a 5-8 frame and sparkles
in the running department. He has totaled 337 yards on 106 carries for
the Indians this year. He is capable of breaking the distance at any
time. Tiger footballers from a year ago remember Hester for the 35-
vard sprint for a touchdown in a losing cause. To date this season, Hes-
ter has scored six touchdowns.

Helping Hester in the offensive department are punt return spe-
cialist Isaac Barnes who boasts of a 31.9 average on seven returns; Ron
Freeman who has returned five kickoffs for 91 yards; quarterback
Mike Mooney who has completed 26 passes of 63 attempts for 321
yvards and a touchdown ; and ends Rudy Wichmann and Dick Brobst who
have both caught passes for more than 100 yards.

On the local scene, FHS enters the contest with two straight
wins (both in conference action) and would like nothing better than to
even its mark at 3-3 on the year with a victory over the invading Indians.
The Tigers will probably not see much action from halfback speedster
Ron Goates who was injured in the Emporia State game. His able re-
placement Jerry Harrison will open at running back for FHS.

FHS continues to dominate conference statistics after the com-
pletion of two league contests and three non-league tilts. The Tigers
lead the other schools in rushing offense; passing defense; and total de-
fense and are second in rushing defense and total offense. FHS ranks
fourth in passing offense.

In the individual departments, the Tigers have six people listed.
Ron Goates’ six yards per carry average is tops in the conference in
rushing and teammate Rich Dreiling is third in the league with a 4.1-
per-carry average. Leo Hayden ranks third in passing and third in total
offense; John Covington’s 34.9-per-kick average is good enough for
fourth ; and Dreiling’s 24 points tie him for fifth in the league.

Next Week’s Game

Next Saturday afternoon Fort
Hays State’s football Tigers will
meet their sternest test to date in
conference play when they tangle
with bruising Pitttsburg State Col-
lege at Pittsburg. The Gorillas
have posted the best overall mark
of any CIC school this season going
into today’s contest with Emporia
State. Pittsburg is 4-2 overall and
1-1 in league play. Twenty-two
lettermen reported to first-vear
head coach Tom Lester at the be-
ginning of the season and they
have been doing the job. The Go-
rillas played Omaha a close game
(26-21) and proved that they will
be no pushover and that they too
would like a part of the CIC erown.
Game time at Brandenburg Stadi-
um is 1:30 p.m.

Last Year’'s Game

Last year’s FHS-Southern Colo-
rado State game ended in a 38-21
win for the visiting Tigers. Be-
hind the five-touchdown spree of
quarterback Bob Johnson, FHS
made the Indians its fifth straight
football victim. FHS scored first
and rolled to a 19-7 halftime lead.
The Tigers fairly blew it open in
the third period scoring 19 more
iallies. Southern added a touch-
down in both the third and fourth
quarters but the damage was done.
Johnson, who scored on runs of 1,
2, 3, 6, and 7 yards, has since been
graduated. Tiger ace Rich Drei-
ling scored once on a one-yvard
plunge.

Established by legislative act in
March, 1961, and opening its
doors for classes for the first time
in September, 1963, Southern Colo-
rado State College is a four-year,
state-supported college under the
direction of the Trustees of the
State of Colorado.

The college strives to meet the
educational and vocational needs
of a growing community, state and
nation by offering terminal cours-
es of study as well as two-and-
four-year programs. SCSC is ac-
credited by the North Central As-
sociation of Colleges and Secon-
dary Schools.
