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A Look At Today’s Game

Head Coach Bob Noblitt brings his Washburn Ichabods into Lewis Field to-
day to clash with the Fort Hays State Tigers.

After walking through the pre-conference undefeated in three ball games,
the Ichabods have had their trouble in the Great Plains Athletic Conference. The
University of Nebraska-Omaha handed the Ichabods their first loss, 40-14, and
then Southern Colorado State knocked off WU, 13-0.

FHS pulled one of the upsets in the GPAC race last weekend handing Pitts-
burg State a 28-14 defeat. This leaves the Tigers with a 1-3-1 slate overall in
conference play.

At the signal calling position, the Ichabods will have either freshman Paul
Garrett, who started his first game last weekend, or sophomore Ed Clark, who held
the number one spot for the first four games. Before action last week, Clark was
averaging 35.0 yards per game rushing and 24.0 yards passing; while his co-
hort Garrett averages 29.0 yards on the ground and 24.0 through the air.

Russ Hall, the kicker for the Ichabods, gives WU a threat from any spot on
the field. He has converted on four of eight field goal attempts. He also added
12 of 14 extra points.

In the conference, WU stands first in fotal defense allowing 208.2 yards per
game. The “Daddy Buzzards”, as they are called in Topeka, have allowed a per
game norm of 100.7 vards rushing.

Junior tailback Steve Crosby continues to lead the Bengals on offense. Cros-
by has carried the ball 122 times for 524 yards, an average of 4.3 yards per at-
tempt. He also tops the Tigers in scoring with six touchdowns. e

Last week the Tigers had their best showing of the year defensively. J. D. BOB NOBLITT
Armstrong and his defensive band allowed the Gorillas from Pittsburg only 25
yards rushing in the second half. For the game, KSC was limited to 118 yards Washburn Head Coach
overland and 150 yards through the airways. Armstrong added 16 tackles and
a pass interception to his statistics, giving him 76 tackles for the year. John East,

& freshman, starting his first game, was involved in six tackles, while Rod Lund-
gren was credited with nine stops and a fumble recovery.

Giles

After five years of rebuilding at Chadron
State College, new head coach Bill Giles comes
to Fort Hays State faced with the task of rebuild-
ing Tiger football fortunes.

While at Chadron State, Giles compiled a
27-18 record and gave Chadron four consecu-
five winning seasons for the first time in 20
vears. Before coaching at Chadron, Giles coach-
ed high school football for four years compiling
a mark of 25-11. He then was line coach at
Kearney State College, before moving to Easi-
ern New Mexico University where he held the
head baseball job and interior line coaching
position. The following year he accepted a posi-
tion at Hiram Scott College for one year and
then moved to Chadron.

Giles was a standout all-around athlete at

Alhance Neb. High School and a two-sport letterman (football and baseball) while
at the University of Nebraska. He was starting end on the NU Orange Bowl team
of 1955 and won all-district and All-American honors as a first baseman that year.
His .460 batting average led what was then the Big Seven Conference in 1955.
He was signed to a professional contract by Joe Gordon and played one year in

the California Stafe League.

The new mentor was born in Chicago and holds a B.A. degree in Education
from the University of Nebraska (1955) and a M.S. degree in Secondary Educa-

tion from Kearney State (1960).

Giles will also hold the rank of assistant professor of physical education at

Fort Hays State.

The new football boss and his wife Joan, have four children, Kim, 16; Billy,

13; Doug, 10; and Kerri, 8.

Giles is a member of numerous professional organizations and was a spon-
sor of the Chadron State Chapter of the Fellowship of Christian Athletes.
