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A Look at Today's Game

Kansas State Teachers College of Emporia sends its high-flying and undefeated Hornets against Fort Hays State
today in the Tigers’ Homecoming contest.

Hornet Head Coach Bud Elliott said before the season that his team had the ability and experience to repeat as
Great Plains Athletic Conference champions, and so far his players have not proven him wrong. In conference action,
they have shut out KSC-Pittsburg 30-0, held off Northern Colorado 10-0 and last Saturday crushed Southern Colorado
by a 45-12 margin.

Among the nation’s leaders in both offensive and defensive categories, KSTC is the most well-balanced team the
Tigers will face this season. Their powerful offense depends largely on the running of Abe Welcher and he has come
through with sparkling performances in every outing. Compiling nearly 150 yards rushing per game, Welcher has
averaged 7.5 yards each time he has carried the ball.

Regular quarterback Mike White is bothered by an injury this week, so reserve Ken Nohe may start and see con-
siderable playing time. Other players to watch in the hard-driving backfield are running back Doug Floyd and fullback
Greg Ptacek.

Defensively the Hornets are strongest at lineback-
- er with Mike Denimarck, Bob Clements and Bill Baker
patrolling no man’s land. Clements has been named
the team’s defensive player of the game four times
this year with Denimarck nabbing the honors for the
other game. -

Trying to rebound from a disappointing 19-14
loss to Washburn, the Tigers come into the game
crippled by injuries. Quarterback Bruce Hawley injur-
ed his left knee last Saturday and will be lost for the ©
remainder of the seasn. Tailback Steve Crosby has |
been hampered by nagging injuries all season and is
sitting this game out with calcium deposits on his right
thigh.

Freshmen will head the offensive attack with
Jerry Krueger seeing action at quarterback and Blane
Johnson filling in for Crosby. The fullback duties will
be shared by freshman Craig Horchem and junior Don
Capaldo. An outstanding performance was turned in
against Washburn by flanker Lonnie White as he
caught 11 passes, two of them for touchdowns. He
will have help in the receiving department by wide

He is a member of the NAIA
Track and Field Hall of Fame and served as the first
president of the NAIA Track and Field Coaches As-
sociafion. His positions have included team leader for
the U.S. men's track and field team at the Pan Ameri-
can Games in 1971 and coach of the 1962 South
Vietnamese national team.

While at Dodge City,
32nd & Vine he led his cagers to the national junior college cham-
pionship in 1965 and was named National Junior Col-
lege Coach-of-the-Year. He posted a 113-29 record in

'Hﬂys, Kansas his five years at Dodge City.

Brehm was an all-conference basketball player
at Washburn University for three years and was grad-
625-2531 vated from there with a B.A. degree in social science
in 1954, He received his M.E. degree in administra-
tion from the University of Kansas in 1964.

BUD MOECKEL starts his fourth year at Fort Hays
State as assistant basketball coach and tennis coach.
He returned to his alma mater after 13 years as head
basketball coach at Buhler High School where his
feams won two state titles and placed fourth one time.

While attending FHS, Moeckel lettered four years
in basketball and was a three-year letter winner in
football. He was selected to the all-CIC second team
as a guard his junior year and was picked for first
team honors as a senior. He ranks as the Tigers’ third
leading career scorer, tallying 1,050 points in four
years for a 12.2 average per game.

EARL HOBBS returns for his seventh season at
the helm of the Fort Hays State baseball team. Since
his arrival, the Tigers have recorded a 145-98 mark,
including a 29-13 record last spring when they won
the NAIA District 10 championship and advanced
to the NAIA Area Four play-offs.

A 1951 graduate of FHS, Hobbs lettered in bas-
ketball and track during his playing days here. He
played two years of baseball while attending the
University of Wyoming and was in the Dodge farm

Fort Hays State’s Rodeo Club successfully opened
its 1973-74 season last week with both the men’s and
women’s squads winning their divisions in the Cen-
tral States University Rodeo at Edmond, Okla.

The men scored 515 points to completely dom-
inate the 15-team field.

Cade Suran begins his ninth year as Ath-
letic Director at FHS with the idea of building
up the present athletic program, both participa-
tion and financial wise.

“We are at a point where expansion of fa-
cilities now allows us to use our efforts to
strengthen just our athletic program,” says Sur-
an. "At present, we have nine varsity sports for
men and six for women, and should benefit
more by encouraging greafer participation in
the new activities such as swimming and hand-
ball.”

Budget preparations for these activities is a
main concern for all the people involved in
sports. To an athletic director, it is the number
one item for every athletic team.

“My major concern is to oversee the ex-
penditures of the teams and fo maintain an adequate balance to see them
through the season,” remarked Suran. “Some scheduling of games does enfer
info my job but only to make sure there are no conflicts of interest.”

Procedures such as scheduling games are no stranger fo Suran as he spent
19 years at the helm of the Tiger basketball squad. In those 19 seasons, Suran
rolled up 264 wins against only 151 defeats for a remarkable 63.6 winning
percentage.

Community support also plays a large role in the success of the Tiger ath-
letic program as two main organizations lead the FHS booster list. Tiger Club,
organized in 1970 with a present membership of 161, promotes all FHS sports
and the Beef Club, now one year in existence, gives an added lift to the schol-
arship department.

“Looking to the future needs of FHS athletics, we will try to concentrate
on fixing up Lewis Field Stadium,” continued Suran. “We hope fo put in park-
ing facilities, a better lighting system and possibly a new all-weather track.
Cooperation is the big factor needed to improve anything and with the effort
being made by all the people associated with FHS and athletics, our program
is greatly improving.”
