If construction is a sign of growth, then Fort Hays State is a university in the midst of expansion. Not
since the completion of Gross Memorial Coliseum in 1972 has the campus undertaken so many plans
to build.

On the northeast corner of the campus, a wire fence surrounds heavy construction equipment and
huge mounds of dirt. Carefully calculated plans for a massive office and classroom building to
replace Rarick Hall are slowly but surely becoming a reality.

The old Rarick had been deemed a safety hazard, and the university is sorely in need of the
additional classroom and office area that the new building will provide. Departments to be housed in
this building include education, art, English, foreign language, economics, sociology, mathematics,
philosophy and political science.

This project provides replacement space for areas occupied in the old Rarick Hall, Picken Hall,
Sheridan Coliseum and temporary facilities in Cunningham Hall. It will permit reassignment of space
in Davis Hall and the Art Annex to other departments needing additional space. It will also allow the
planned renovation and remodeling of Picken Hall and Sheridan Coliseum.

“Presently, our faculty offices are scattered from Wiest and Martin Allen to the library and other
places,’Dr. Emerald Dechant, acting chairman of the education department, said. “This has
presented a big problem with communication. We'll be tickled pink to move into the new building
altogether.”

An interesting feature of the new building is the provision for a supplementary solar heating system
to provide up to 65 percent of the total annual heating needs. It will be the largest solar-heated
public building in the state.

The architectural design of the building includes a flat roof, additional piping and connections and
storage space for heating units beneath the building, a contrast to the limestone structures
surrounding it.

The building, currrently 20 to 25 percent completed, is scheduled to be finished in January 1981.
The project will cost approximately $5,453,500, financed primarily by state funds. To compensate for
a state budget cut, the university was forced to reduce the building’s area.

“It was a controversial issue to begin with and the State Senate did not pass it," President Gerald
Tomanek said. “It was reinfroduced to the House after some adjustments had been made in the
plans.

“There were things cut out that we wanted and there was good use for the space requested, but I'm
exiremely pleased to have the plans passed,” Tomanek said.

Construction of a nurse education building fo be located at the corner of College Drive and South
Campus Drive, south of President Tomanek’s residence, is about to begin. This project will provide
headquarters for the School of Nursing, plus classroom laboratory and research space, replacing
inadequate, outdated facilities in Sheridan Coliseum.

Dean of the School of Nursing, Dr. Elaine
Harvey, said, “l am exicted about the new
buiiding. There will be the capability of
expansion and the building will help attract
additional students. The students already
involved in the program will have more
pleasant facilities to work in with ease and
comfort.”

The completion date for the nursing
building is the fall of 1980. Federal grants
and state funds will finance the S1 million
project.

Confributors to the Fort Hays State University athletic program can join one of
several booster clubs depending on the amount of their contribution.

The Black and Gold Club is for contributions of $10 to $35. Features of this club
include a membership card entiting the holder admittance to Tiger Rooms,
schedules of athletic events, the athletic newsletter, priority on purchase of foot-
ball and basketball season tickets and special events and fravel.

Contributions of $36 to §99 denote the Varsity Club level. Included in this club
are all the features of the Black and Gold Club plus a higher priority on the pur-
chase of season lickets.

A $100 to $499 donation enables contiibutors to be classified as Century
Ciub members. Besides the above-mentioned features, members receive a
leatherette plogue with name, reserved parking space at athlefic events, name
listed on Athlefic Board and a car decal.

All-American Club status is achieved with a contribution of $500 to $999. Club
members, in addition to the features of the Century Club, are entitled to varsity
brochures, coaches letters and after-game parties.

The highest level of membership is the Flying Tiger Club for contributions of
$1000 or more. Flying Tiger members have top pricrity on purchase of football
and basketball season tickets, VIP parking, recelve a special plaque and at-
tend a special dinner. They are also eligible for all the features of the other
clubs.

A popular booster club at Fort Hays State University is the Tiger Beef Club.
Membership in the Beef Club is awarded to interested boosters who contribute
a steer or cash (§250 or more which is used to buy a steer) each year. Proceeds
from the sale of such livestock go directly into the department’s budget. Beet
Club members receive similar benefits as do members of the Century Club.
