TIGER BOOSTER CLUBS

Contributors to the Fort Hays State University athletic program can join one of several booster clubs depending
on the amount of their contribution.

The Black and Gold Club is for contributions of $5 to $99. Features of this club include a membership card entitling
holder admittance to Tiger Rooms, schedules of athletic events, the athletic newsletter, priority on purchase of foot-
ball and basketball season tickets and special events and travel.

A $100 to $499 donation enables contributors to be classified as Century Club members. Besides the above-
mentioned features, members receive a plaque with name, reserved parking space at athletic events, name listed on
Athletic Board and a card decal.

All-American Club status is achieved with a contribution of $500 to $999. Club members, in addition to the features
of the Century Club, are entitled to varsity brochures, VIP parking, coaches letters and after-game parties.

The highest level of membership is the President’s Club for contributions of $1000 or more. President’s Club members
have top priority on purchase of football and basketball season tickets, VIP parking, and are eligible for all the features

of the other clubs.

Another popular booster club at Fort Hays State University is the Tiger Beef Club. Membership in the Beef Club
is awared to interested boosters who contribute a steer or cash ($250 or more which is used to buy a steer) each year.
Proceeds from the sale of such livestock go directly into the department’s budget. Beef Club Members receive similar
benefits as do members of the Century Club.

Jim Gilstrap enters the 1983 campaign as one of the Tigers’ most suc-
cessful football coaches in recent history. Under his guidance, FHSU has
posted back-to-back winning season's (1981 = 6-5; 1982 = 6-3-1 which is a
feat that hadn't been matched since 1966.

The popular South Bend, Indiana, native came to Fort Hays State in 1980
as an assistant coach. In 1981 Gilstrap was promoted to head coach, replac-
ing Bobby Thompson.

FOR THE RECORD

You know by now that the 1983 version of the Tiger football squad is undefeated and has won six consecutive games.
Did you know that the last time such a phenomenon occurred was in 1917? That's correct. You have to turn back
the pages of time 66 years to equal that 6-0 start.

Did you also know that the 1917 team finished the year 7-0 and won the Kansas Conference championship? And
did you know that three members of that championship team are still with us today?

Dr. Clair Wilson, who resides in Hays, was a 157-pound freshman tackle on that team. The other living members
of that squad are Rex Welty of Hill City, and Granville Hayes of Oakley.

“We started the year with 15 men,” Dr. Wilson said when asked to recall a few moments of glory. “We finished
the season with 13 men and the championship of the 17-team Kansas Conference.

Wilson said one highlight of the 1917 season was the game with Cooper College (now Sterling College in Sterling,
KS). “Cooper felt it would win the game and when we shellacked them 33-0, they didn't like it very much. The fact
is that some of their fans pelted our bus with rocks as we left Sterling.”

The National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics
(NAIA) is a completely autonomous association, cur-
rently administering programs of intercollegiate
athletics at 530 fully-accredited colleges and univer-
sities of moderate enrollment. The fundamental tenent
of the NAIA is that intercollegiate athletics is an in-
tegral part of the total educational program of the in-
stitution. This belief is strongly reflected in the govern-
ing documents, activities and organizational structure
of the Association.

HISTORY AND PURPOSE

Established in 1940 as the National Association of In-
tercollegiate Basketball (NAIB), the NAIA emanated
from a “MNational Small College Basketball Tourna-
ment” inaugurated in 1937 in Kansas City, Missouri.
The conversion of the NAIB to the NAIA came in 1952
when the organization expanded beyond just basketball
and added national championship events in golf, out-
door track and field and tennis. Football, cross country,
baseball and swimming were added to the champion-
ship event calendar in 1956, and wrestling (1958), soc-
cer (1959), bowling (1962-78), gymnastics (1964), in-
door track and field (1966), ice hockey (1968) and
volleyball (1969-1980) were later additions.

Of major significance to the NAIA, was the establish-
ment of the women's division within the Association on
August 1, 1980. The NAIA decision to offer competitive
opportunities and championships in women's athletics
was passed by the membership following two years of
study and proposals by an ad hoc committee on the im-
plementation of a women’s division into the NAIA struc-
ture. Currently, the Association conducts nine cham-
pionship event programs for women in the sports of
basketball, cross country, gymnastics, indoor track and
field, outdoor track and field, softball (fast pitch),
swimming, tennis and volleyball.

The initial purpose of the NAIA — to provide national
championship athletic opportunities to institutions
below the so-called “major” level — has indeed been
well served. The Association clearly outlines its own
responsibilities and those of its members: a sound
athletics program, administered and controlled by
those responsible for the administration of the institu-
tion. This means direct supervision in caliber of com-
petition, financing of the program and taking steps to
assure that financial assistance is made available only
through the institution and under the same general
policies as aid to all students. In short, the basic pre-
mise is that the athletics program is a basic component
of the overall general educational process and not an
entity apart.

National Association of
Intercollegiate Athletics

ADMINISTRATION

The governing body of the NAIA is the National Execu-
tive Committee, composed of 10 persons elected by the
membership. The Executive Committee is responsible
for establishing the policies and determining the over-
all direction of the Association. The Executive Commit-
tee hires the Executive Director, who conducts the
business and day-to-day operation of the National Of-
fice headquartered in Kansas City, Missouri.

The District is the basic unit of the NAIA. The Associ-
ation is organized into 32 geographical districts spread
over the 50 states and a part of Canada. Each District is
governed by a District Executive Committee, the chief
officer of which is the District Chair. The District Ex-
ecutive Committee establishes a program of champion-
ship events in various sports and individual/team
champions of those district events are qualified to
compete in NAIA Area and National Championship
competition.

Eligibility rules within the NAIA govern all play in all
sports recognized by the Association, not just post-
scason play. All eligibility guidelines must be adhered
to by all members, including those holding dual affilia-
tion with other associations. Certification of eligibility
of all NAIA student/athletes is acomplished through a
network of individuals which includes the faculty
athletic representative of each institution, the District
Eligibility Chair and the National Eligibility Committee.

MEMBERSHIP

Any four-year college or university and upper level two-
year institution in the United States and Canada which
awards the bachelor’s degree or equivalent, may hold
active NAIA membership. Active member institutions
must be fully accredited by an appropriate accrediting
agency or commission.

OBLIGATION OF MEMBERSHIP

Member institutions must conduct their intercollegiate
athletic programs with the standards of the regulatory
Associations in which they hold membership, and the
NAIA. They must pay their annual membership dues
and be in support of the policies of the NAIA. Where in-
stitutional rules and standards are stricter than those
of the regulatory group or the NAIA, those rules and
standards of the institution are recognized and sup-
ported by the NAIA.
