Dr. Gerald W. (Jerry) Tomanek has been president at Fort
Hays State University since 1976. He is the University’'s seventh
president and number one sports fan. He and his lovely wife,
Ardis, are virtually permanent fixtures at Tiger home athletic
events and attend many road contests as well.

An environmentalist and grasslands consultant, Tomanek has
served the University in many capacities since joining the faculty
in 1947.

In the spring of 1984, Bobby Thompson was looking to get back into football and on the
other side of the line, Fort Hays State University was looking for a head coach ... there you
have it, the return of “B.T."”

Thompson, you see, is no stranger to Fort Hays State and Tiger football. In 1979, he was
named the Tigers' head coach and then in 1980 he took on the added responsibilities of
athletic director. Under his direction the Tigers recorded a 9-10-2 mark over two seasons.

Then in 1981, Thompson was confronted with an opportunity he couldn’t pass up — the
chance to become an athletic director at an NCAA school. For Thompson, it was off to the
University of South Dakota for a year and from there he ventured into private business for
a couple of years.

To make a long story short, Thompson is back at the Tigers' reigns and he plans to do
as he has done every place else ... and that is to be successful.

As a college athlete, the diminutive Oklahoman, won honors as a junior college all-
American quarterback at Eastern Oklahoma Juco. Then Thompson matriculated to Adams
State College in Alamosa, CO, where he directed the Indians to a Rocky Mountain athletic
conference championship as the No. 1 signal-caller in 1960. In 1969 Thompson obtained
his masters degree in physical education from the University of Idaho.

Thompson's coaching experience goes back a long way. He has coached on all levels from
high school to small college to major college, including assistant coaching stints at Kansas
State University and Oklahoma State University.

He packs a wealth of knowledge into his coaching philosophy and communicates those
abilities to his players. He is a firm believer that football and academics do mix and he wants
his players to be outstanding both on the gridiron and in the classroom.

FORT HAYS STATE vs. MISSOURI SOUTHERN

The Tigers will host Missouri Southern State College in their last home game of the 1984 season. FHSU is now
4-3 overall on the season and 1-3 in the Central States Intercollegiate Conference. The Lions are 4-2 overall and 3-1
in CSIC play.

Last week Fort Hays State lost to Washburn at home, 26-14. The Tigers have dropped two straight games in con-
ference action and hope to correct that today. Missouri Southern beat Missouri Western last Saturday by a score of
31-27 at St. Joseph, MO. The Griffons were left inside the Lions five-yard line at the end of the contest.

Missouri Southern is paced by the running attack of Harold Noirfilase and Tom Laughlin who split time at the tailback
position. Noirfilase leads the Lions in total yards rushing with 407 yards on 79 carries. He averages 5.2 yards per
carry and has five touchdowns to his credit. Laughlin has a total of 380 yards in 80 attempts and averages 4.8 each
carry. He has scored three TD’s this season.

Marty Boxberger has been the big scoring threat for Fort Hays State in the last few games. Boxberger had a good
day against Washburn last weekend with five receptions for 125 yards. He had a hand in both of the Tigers touchdowns.
The first being a 22-yard pass the senior from Russell threw to Terry Elder on a reverse pass play. FHSU scored its
only other points on a 93-yard kickoff return by Boxberger.

DIVISIONS AND AREAS

NAIA football-playing institutions are classified into
one of two competitive divisions for playoff purposes
(Divisions | & Il). Division classification is basically by
institutional choice based on scholarships, level of
competition, enrollment and other factors regarding the
philosophy of athletics at the college or university. A
review board meets every two years (even-numbered
years) relative to divisional classification.

Each football division is divided geographically into
four areas, numbered 1-4, for the purpose of national
ratings and post-season playoff selection. An effort is
made to maintain a workable balance in the number of
teams within each region.

RATERS AND RATINGS

Teams selected for participation in the NAIA
Championship Football Playoffs are determined by the
NAIA National Football Ratings, compiled weekly
throughout the regular season based on the balloting
of 16 raters in each division. Members of the NAIA
Football Coaches Association serve as the raters, four
from each geographical area within each division.
Playoff participants are selected from the final regular
season top 20 rating.

SELECTION OF TEAMS

Institutions which have declared their intent to
participate in the NAIA Championship Football Playoffs
by September 15, in compliance with NAIA rules and
standards are in full support of the NAIA program, can
be selected by the following guidelines:

1. Ranked in the top 12 teams of their respective
divisions in the final regular season football rating.
The top-ranked team from each of the four
geographic areas in both divisions, within the top
12 rated teams, are selected for a quarterfinal
game berth. The next four highest-ranked teams
(regardless of geographic area) are also selected.
In the event one or more areas are not represented
among the top 12 teams in the final ratings, then
the highest rated teams (regardless of geographic
area) will be selected.

Teams with four or more non-winning games in
either division cannot be selected for a playoff
berth.

No more than two teams from the same confer-
ence may be selected.

Eight teams are selected for the NAIA National
Football Playoffs with a total of seven games played on
three weekends in each division. The NAIA instituted
football into its championship event program in 1956
with one division of competition. A second division was
created in 1970.

All the buildings are laced with limestone
and the new, lush grass and beautiful trees help the campus live up to its
reputation.

Fort Hays State University's beautiful tree-lined campus
provides students with an attractive educational setting.

The University is located in Hays, a city of more than
17,000 persons, situated about halfway between Kansas
City and Denver on Interstate 70 Highway.

Faculty at FHSU numbers more than 300. An additional
280 staff members contribute to the friendly, clean at-
mosphere found on the campus.

Students at FHSU have the opportunity to pursue a career by selecting from 24 departmental offerings, our school
of nursing, or from our pre-professional programs. The University offers degrees including, one-, two-, four-, five- and
six-year study programs, and we offer the associate, bachelor’s, master’s and specialist in education degrees.

Annual enrollment at FHSU is more than 5,000 students. Two-thirds of the student body are graduates of rural
Kansas high schools.

The University offers students a variety of extracurricular activities in which to participate. Departmental and pro-
fessional clubs, intramurals, varsity athletics, and other groups and activities beckon those with the talent and time
to participate.

Four national sororities and five national fraternities maintain chapters here and add to the social, academic and
philanthropic activities of student life.

Several concerts are brought to campus each year by the Memorial Union Activities Board. Other entertainment
forms come as speakers, dancers or touring groups and individuals.

Fees at FHSU are comparable to other state-assisted institutions in Kansas and considerably less than the private
colleges.

The National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics
(NAIA) is a completely autonomous association,
currently administering programs of intercollegiate
athletics at over 500 fully-accredited colleges and
universities of moderate enrollment. The fundamen-
tal tenent of the NAIA is that intercollegiate athletics
is an integral part of the total educational program
of the institution. This belief is strongly reflected in
the governing documents, activities and organiza-
tional structure of the Association.

HISTORY AND PURPOSE

Established in 1940 as the National Association of
Intercollegiate Basketball (NAIB), the NAIA eman-
ated from a “National Small College Basketball
Tournament” inaugurated in 1937 in Kansas City,
Missouri. The conversion of the NAIB to the NAIA
came in 1952 when the organization expanded
beyond basketball and added national championship
events in golf, outdoor track and field and tennis.
Football, cross country, baseball and swimming were
added to the championship event calendar in 1956,
and wrestling (1958), soccer (1959), bowling (1962-
78), gymnastics (1964), indoor track and field (1966),
ice hockey (1968) and volleyball (1969-1980) were
later additions.

Of major significance to the NAIA, was the
establishment of the women’s division within the
Association on August 1, 1980. The NAIA decision
to offer competitive opportunities and champion-
ships in women's athletics was passed by the
membership following two years of study and
proposals by an ad hoc committee on the implemen-
tation of a women'’s division into the NAIA structure.
Currently, the Association conducts ten champion-
ship event programs for women in the sports of
basketball, cross country, gymnastics, indoor track
and field, outdoor track and field, softball (fast
pitch), soccer, swimming, tennis and volleyball.

The initial purpose of the NAIA — to provide national
championship athletic opportunities to institutions
below the so-called “major” level — has indeed been
well served. The Association clearly outlines its own
responsibilities and those of its members: a sound
athletics program, administered and controlled by
those responsible for the administration of the
institution. This means direct supervision in caliber
of competition, financing of the program and taking
steps to assure that financial assistance is made
available only through the institution and under the
same general policies as aid to all students. In short,
the basic premise is that the athletics program is a
basic component of the overall educational process
and not an entity part.

NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF
INTERCOLLEGIATE ATHLETICS

ADMINISTRATION

The governing body of the NAIA is the National
Executive Committee, composed of 10 persons
elected by the membership. The Executive Commit-
tee is responsible for establishing the policies and
determining the overall direction of the Association.
The Executive Committee hires the Executive
Director, who conducts the business and day-to-day
operation of the National Office headquartered in
Kansas City, Missouri.

The District is the basic unit of the NAIA. The
Association is organized into 31 geographical
districts spread over the 50 states and a part of
Canada. Each District is governed by a District
Executive Committee, the chief officer of which is
the District Chair. The District Executive Committee
establishes a program of championship events in
various sports and individual/team champions of
those district events are qualified to compete in
NAIA Area and National Championship competition.

Eligibility rules within the NAIA govern all play in all
sports recognized by the Association, not just post-
season play. All eligibility guidelines must be
adhered to by all members, including those holding
dual affiliation with other associations. Certification
of eligibility of all NAIA student/athletes is accomp-
lished through a network of individuals which
includes the faculty athletic representative of each
institution, the District Eligibility Chair and the
National Eligibility Committee.

MEMBERSHIP

Any four-year college or university and upper level
two-year institution in the United States and Canada
which awards the bachelor's degree or equivalent,
may hold active NAIA membership. Active member
institutions must be fully accredited by an appropri-
ate accrediting agency or commission.

OBLIGATION OR MEMBERSHIP

Member institutions must conduct their intercolle-
giate athletic programs with the standards of the
regulatory Associations in which they hold member-
ship, and the NAIA. They must pay their annual
membership dues and be in support of the policies
of the NAIA. Where institutional rules and standards
are stricter than those of the regulatory group or the
NAIA, those rules and standards of the institution are
recognized and supported by the NAIA.
