FHSU Outlook ’86

The 1985 Tiger football squad exceeded most expectations that coaches, players
and fans had going into the season. It was a season in which Fort Hays State
shattered 38 school records, posted its best record, 7-2-1, since 1966 and achieved
its highest final ranking (12th) since the NAIA started its coaches poll. This season
the goals have been raised and the sights are set a little higher.

All of the good things that happened in the program last season do create pro-
blems as far as expectations are concerned according to head coach John Vin-
cent. “'Last year we had no pressure on us because all we had to do was get bet-
ter,” says Vincent. "'This year we have to be at least as good as we were last
year and that is tough."

One area that Vincent and his staff are very concerned about is senior leader-
ship. With the loss of outstanding seniors Robert Long and Terry Thomas a void
has to be filled. "It is a little bit different from last year because we had quality
senior leadership whereas this year we have some good seniors but no clear cut
leaders like Robert and Terry,” states Vincent. “Those two drove the others hard
in practice. We have had some players emerge as leaders and we need a couple

of more."”
OFFENSE

The Tiger offense was hit hardest by graduation with the loss of first team All-
America quarterback Robert Long, runningback Terry Thomas and three outstand-
ing linemen. Five starters return and the prospects aren't as bleek as they may
seem.

A strong receiving corp returns with All-America receiver Eric Busenbark (6-1,
190) leading the way. That is if Busenbark completely recovers from extensive
knee surgery performed following the final game of last season. Also returning
are starters Randy Knox (SE, 5-11, 185) and Kip Stewart (SE, 5-7, 150), Stewart
has been moved from a slotback position to split end which is designed to capitalize
on his explosiveness. The final piece to the puzzle is Frankie Neal (SB, 6-2, 205),
a transfer from the University of Florida. Neal has the proven ability to be a game
breaker and should team up well with Busenbark.

One guestion that has yet to be answered are how the shoes of Long and Thomas
will be filled at quarterback and runningback, respectively. Senior Randy Fayette
(6-2, 195) has the inside track at winning the quarterback job. Fayette was im-
pressive in the Craig Horchem Alumni-Varsity game last spring but Jeff Miller (6-2,
190) will likely push him for playing time in the fall. At runningback, Mike Worth
(5-8, 190) has become the leading candidate to replace Thomas, who rushed for
over 1,000 yards in 1985.

Vincent sees the development of a runningback as one of the keys to success
for the 1986 Tiger squad. "“We have not replaced Terry Thomas,'" Vincent says
emphatically. *'Of all the people that we have lost in my opinion we will miss him
the most. We don't have a guy that has the shake 'n bake that Terry had. Maybe
Mike Worth can do it or maybe one of the kids we brought in can do the job."

The offensive line could be better this year despite the loss of three quality
starters. Returning are James Bess (OG, 6-0, 230), Rick Wheeler (OG, 6-1, 240)
and Rob Ukleya (OT, 6-5, 255). Ukleya has earned a shot to start after two seasons
on the squad. Bess has made the move to guard from center which clears the
way for Darryl Pittman (6-2, 255), a newcomer to the Tiger program. A transfer
that will help right away is Howard Hood (OT, 6-4, 280) who played one year at
the University of Louisville.

DEFENSE

Seven starters return for Coach Vincent on defense. The defensive front looks
to be the most improved area among the entire Tiger squad with three returning
starters and two highly touted transfers making up the line.

“We have some real quality athletes on the defensive front,"” says Vincent. '‘That
will definitly be the most improved area because of the people we have brought in."’

Both defensive ends, Paul Nelson (6-1, 205) and Sammy Taamilo (6-1, 215) return
after fine seasons in 1985. Nelson was selected to CoSIDA's Academic All-America
first team and Taamilo received honorable mention honors in the CSIC. Also return-
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ing to hold down the nose guard position is Mike Hipp (6-2, 230). The newest
members of the defensive front are Les Miller (6-7, 260) a transfer from Kansas
State University and Rod Timmons (6-3, 260) a transfer from the University of Kan-
sas. Cliff Rollins (6-4, 215) is also available to spell Miller and Timmons.

The linebacker troops have been given a facelift for '86 with Randy Jordan (6-1,
230) assuming one starting job. Jordan saw plenty of action last season and was
a valuable contributor on the special teams. This segment of the defense con-
cerns Vincent. "It is not a weakness as such, but we have define question marks
at linebacker. One of the kids (Harry Brown) that started this spring we did not
bring back and we don't have a lot of depth there. Jordan is definitely going to
have to pick up some slack.” Edmund Faagai (6-1, 225) has moved from defen-
sive tackle to linebacker. Faagai and Brian Seba (6-0, 200) will get plenty of play-
ing time in the middle of the FHSU defense.

Another area that is pretty much set heading into the 1986 campaign is the defen-
sive secondary. Returnees John Kelsh (SS, 6-0, 190) and Channing Day (CB, 5-9,
170) started every game last year. Free safety Kelly Barnard made the biggest
transition of any Tiger last season when he moved from a tight end/slotback posi-
tion to the defense. Barnard performed very well in the final three games at free
safety and is expected to see action at that spot on every down this fall. Steve
Heft (6-0, 180) has earned the starting cornerback job that was vacated by Terry
Duncan. Heft is another Kansas State transfer. Sam Holloway (6-0, 200) will share
playing time with Kelsh at strong safety this year.

SUMMARY

With all things considered, the Tiger's track record from 1985, what players
are available for the '86 season and the schedule that has been put before the
squad it will be an interesting fall to say the least.

Fort Hays State has strived to put its football program in the national spotlight
and into the NAIA hierarchy. John Vincent and company took baby steps last season
in accomplishing this feat. But as Vincent himself expressed, the expectations
have become greater and the pressures to win lie heavily on this years squad.
How will the 1986 FHSU squad respond to the pressure? Can the '86 Tigers be
as good as last year? Will Robert Long and Terry Thomas be replaced? The answers
to all of these guestions will have to be answered on the gridiron starting September
6 against Lincoln University at Lewis Field in Hays, Kansas.

Tiger Coaching Staff

John Vincent — Head Coach

John Vincent starts his second season as
head coach of the Tiger football program.
Vincent completed a very successful first
season with a 7-2-1 record and a number twelve
ranking in the NAIA's final poll.

A native of Medicine Lodge, KS, Vincent spent
three seasons as an assistant at Fort Hays State
before assuming head coaching responsibilities.
He was responsible for coordinating the defense
under Bobby Thompson in 1984 and held down
the same position for Jim Gilstrap during the
1982 & 1983 seasons. y

With experience in the high school and junior college ranks, Vincent
has coached at all levels. In 1980-81, he was the defensive secondary
coach at New Mexico Military Institute. He also made stops at Victoria
and Claflin high schools in his coaching career.

The Tiger head mentor received both his undergraduate and graduate
degrees from Fort Hays State. He earned his Master of Science in physical
education in 1982 and his Bachelor of Science in biology in 1971. While
working on his master’s degree, Vincent was a graduate assistant on the
FH3U coaching staff.

Vincent attended Kansas State University prior to finishing his
undergraduate work at Fort Hays State. His football playing career was
cut short by a stint in the Army. He played cornerback and free safety
on Army post teams that competed in inner service games. Vincent went
out for Tiger spring ball in 1879 but was unable to continue playing due
to an illness.

John and his wife, Mary, are the parents of twin sons, Shiloh and Tanner
and also have one daughter, Shamra.

THE VINCENT PHILOSOPHY

“Football is a game. | think you have to view it in that perspective.
You have to be intense and concentrate on what you are doing, but
you've got to keep it in perspective. If you are doing the best that
you can and still lose, it is not life and death. It's not like you've been
told you are going to be shot. | think it has to be approached as a
teaching philosophy and not screaming, yelling and belittling the
players. You have to teach your kids mental discipline and how to
maintain composure. If you are going to play football it has to be
a positive experience because it is enough hard work playing and
practicing. You have to have some kind of rewards and its got to
be fun, especially when you play a game."




JEFF BRIGGS / Assistant Coach

Jeff Briggs begins his second season as a full time assis-
tant on the Fort Hays State staff. He will assume defensive
line responsibilities this season after one year of handling the
offensive line. From the spring of '83 to the spring of '85,
Briggs was a graduate assistant coach for the Tigers.

During his playing days at FHSU Briggs was a standout
running back from 1979-82. He received honorable mention
all-CSIC honors in 1979 and 1980. All-CSIC academic honors
came his way in 1982.

Briggs is a double graduate of Fort Hays State University
with a B.S. in physical education, 1983 and a M.S. in physical

education, 1984.

Jeff is a native of Broken Bow, NE. He is married and wife's name is Joleen. The Briggs'

had their first child in July, a son named Dylan.

MIKE DeBORD / Assistant Coach

Now in his third year on the Tiger coaching staff as the
offensive coordinator, Mike DeBord initiated FHSU's change
in the offensive set during the spring of 1986. The Fort Hays
State offense was second in the NAIA in total offense last
season.

DeBord spent two years, 1982-84, as the offensive line coach
at Franklin (IN) College. At Franklin, the Grizzlies were the
top NCAA-Division Il team in the nation in team passing.

A native of Gaston, IN, and a 1978 graduate of Manchester
(IN) College, DeBord was an honorable mention all-America
selection at center. He completed work on his master's degree

in physical education in 1980 at Ball State (IN) University. While at Ball State he worked
as a graduate assistant with the centers and guards.
