THE MATCHUP: Fort Hays State
cracked the NAIA Top Twenty for the
first time in several years and brings a 2-
1-0 and number 20 ranking into today's
game. The Tigers have played two
straight home games and will play both
today and next week (Fort Lewis College
- Homecoming) before heading to Tahle-
quah, OK on Oct. 6 to play Northeastern
State University.

Adams State is off to a 1-1-0 start and
also lost an exhibition game on Sept. 1 to
the University of Mexico-Mexico City at
Alamosa, CO. The Indians picked up
their first win last week at Panhandle
State when ASC handed the Aggies a 33-
14 setback.

Adams State will enter the game with
the premier passer in the NAIA. Bobby
Saiz, a senior quarterback from Phoenix,
AZ, has gained FHSU head coach Bob
Cortese's respect over the last few years.

"Adams State's offense is designed to
work against anything you throw at them
and what makes it so attractive is that
they have the man to pull the trigger in
Bobby Saiz," Cortese said. "If their of-
fense is on the sideline, they can't score.
But if they're on the field they can score
against anyone. No matter what you do
and how you do it, they're going to get
their points. I've played against them for
the last few years with Geiser (Jeff) as
the coach and I haven't seen anyone stop
them."

Saiz is the leader in total offense
among all NCAA Division II players
with an average of 352 yards per game.
The Indians rank sixth as a team in total
offense at 477 yards a game and are sixth
in passing with 343 an outing. Saiz' top
target is junior wide receiver Mark Kra-
sovich who has 12 catches for 216 yards
and a touchdown this season. ASC also
got a fine performance from its defense
against Panhandle State last week. Nose
guard Byron Currington and defensive
tackle Mike Franklin combined for seven
quarterback sacks against the Aggies.

Adams State also picked off the highly
touted Greg Stevens of Panhandle State
four times in the contest.

Fort Hays State has also relied on the
strength of its defense in its first three
games of the season. Linebacker Mike
Allen had a career day against Cameron
last week with 12 tackles, three intercep-
tions, a fumble recovery, and two passes
broken up. Allen was named the District
10 Player of the Week for his effort and
also etched his name in the FHSU record
book with 13 career interceptions. The
Denver native moved ahead of three
players who all had 11 interceptions in
their careers - Gary DuBois (1977-78),
Ron Johnson (1979-82), and Pat Poore

(1981-84). Allen had one interception as
a freshman and has four each of the last
three seasons. He returned one pick off
for a 27 yard touchdown against
Cameron.

Fort Hays State trailed 3-0 against the
Aggies from Lawton, OK, but methodi-
cally put points on the scoreboard each
quarter to capture its second victory of
the year.

Quarterback Bryan Maring threw for a
career high 134 yards and his first touch-
down in the Black & Gold. Junior wing-
back Mike Zegunis hauled in four passes
for the Tigers.

THE COACHES: Bob Cortese
gained another victory to mover his mark
at Fort Hays State to 2-1-0. He is in his
11th season overall as a collegiate head

coach. Cortese has compiled a 86-23-3
overall record. He had a .784 winning
percentage in ten seasons at Mesa State
College in Colorado. Cortese ranks
second on the NAIA's list of winningest
active coaches. He and Jeff Geiser are
quite familiar with their Rocky Moun-
tain Athletic Conference matchups and
the Adams State coach was briefly a
member of Cortese's staff at Mesa State.

Jeff Geiser is in his sixth season as a
head coach on the collegiate level and
his sixth season at Adams State. Geiser
has a career record of 40-23-1. Heisa
1976 graduate of the University of
Colorado which coincidentally is
Cortese's alma mater (1967).

THE SERIES: Fort Hays State will
meet Adams State College for the fifth
time today in the history of the two pro-
grams. The Tigers have a 3-1-0 edge in
the overall series. FHSU won the last
meeting between the two schools in
1985. Quarterback Robert Long led the
Black & Gold to a 34-24 at Alamosa
that season which was Geiser's first as
the Indians head coach. Long would
compare favorably with Bobby Saiz, the
current ASC quarterback. Long led
FHSU to a 7-2-1 mark in '85 and was
tailor made for the run-and-shoot of-
fense which was run by offensive coor-
dinator Mike DeBord at the time.

LAST YEAR: Fort Hays State and
Adams State did not play last year. The
two programs were on different tracks a
year ago, but may be on the same page
this season.

Adams State compiled a 9-2-0 record
and nudged Mesa State out for the auto-
matic NAIA playoff berth representing
the RMAC. The Indians posted a per-
fect 7-0-0 record in conference play last
year and were the preseason pick to re-
peat by most people this season.

The Tigers have won four of their last
six games and finished '89 with a flurry.
But FHSU did suffer a six-game losing
streak in the middle of last season. The
new coaching staff and a renewed en-
thusiasm for the game have been appar-
ent in the first three contests of this sea-
son. Fort Hays State will put its #20
ranking on the line against a talented
football team today.



Dr. Edward H. Hammond - President

Dr. Edward H. Hammond, 46, is
the eighth President of Fort Hays
State University. A man of bound-
less enthusiasm and energy, whose
style is upbeat and progressive,
President Hammond was bom in
McAllen, Texas, but reared in the
Kansas City, Kansas, area.

Prior to his current post, Presi-
dent Hammond gained education
experiences and shared his expertise

at the University of Louisville, Seton
Hall University, Southemn Illinois
University, Purdue University, and
the University of Missouri-Colum-
bia. The President holds a
bachelor’s and master’s degree from
Emporia State University and the
Ph.D. from the University of Mis-
souri-Columbia.

President Hammond has been
extremely active since assuming the
leadership of the University in the
summer of 1987. He laid the
groundwork for the Western Kansas
Educational Compact, a cooperative
educational initiative between FHSU
and the community colleges in West-
ern Kansas; is watching his dream
to totally computerize the campus
quickly become reality; created a
Western Kansas Coalition, an or-
ganization comprised of business
and community leaders from 57

Western Kansas counties; helped to
establish scholarship programs for
potential minority school teachers at
Garden City and Liberal; has played
a major role in the furthering eco-
nomic devolopment in Hays and
Western Kansas; and recently intro-
duced a voice mail system that will
vault the foreign language efforts of
FHSU into the an elite class.

President Hammond has pub-
lished widely and is in demand na-
tionally as an education consultant
because of his expertise in risk man-
agement, staff and institutional lia-
bility, sexual harassment, and alco-
hol education issues.

The Hammond family includes
wife Viv (Hammeke), formerly of
Ellinwood, daughters Kelly and Julie
and son Lance.

When Tom Spicer was named
to the director of athletics post at
Fort Hays State University on July
27, 1989, he said it was something
he had dreamed about for quite
some time. Spicer is starting his
second year as director of athletics
and has emphasized a return to ath-
letic and academic excellence.

A native of Beaver, OK, Spicer

attended secondary schools in Hays.
He is a graduate of Hays High School
and earned a bachelor of science de-
gree from Fort Hays State in 1972.
He played varsity football for the Ti-
gers in his collegiate days. Spicer
also received his master of science
degree from FHSU in 1977. He is
completing a specialist in education
degree with work at both Southeast-
ern Oklahoma State University and
The Wichita StateUniversity.

Spicer made the move from di-
rector of athletics and dean of student
affairs at Buter County Community
College in El Dorado back to FHSU.
“I look at this as a good, professional
move,” Spicer said at the announce-
ment of his appointment at FHSU. “I
will have an excellent opportunity to
share my knowledge and experiences
and will gain some new experiences

at a quality, four-year institution.

The 39-year-old Spicer also has
experience as director of athletics,
physical education instructor, head
football and track coach for the
Durant, OK, School District.

LEWIS FIELD STADIUM

Lewis Field Stadium, the 7,000-seat home
of the Tigers was constructed in 1936 on
what was formerly the Golden Belt Fair-
grounds, and was named in honor of William
Alexander Lewis, president of Fort Hays
State University from 1913 to 1933.

The native limestone structure is located

beside a spacious tree-lined drive and is just a

short walk from the campus residence halls
and the downtown business district.

The stadium turf is Bermuda grass, the
same strong-rooted plant used in many golf
course greens. Dressing rooms, concession
areas, athletic training facilities, and equip-
ment storage rooms are located under the
grandstands. New restroom facilities were
completed before the 1986 season replacing
older outdated ones. The newest remodeling
was recently finished on the home lockeroom.
An overhaul of the former lockeroom was
completed just before fall practices with a
synthetic floor, a false ceiling and new paint
providing a entirely different atmosphere. A
state-of-the-art stereo system was also in-
stalled.

Admittance to the stadium is allowed
through two main gates, one on the east side
and one on the west side. Four ticket win-

dows are in service for each game.

Atop both grandstands are press box facili-
ties which provide seating for writers, statisti-
cians, radio stations, scouts, and film/video
crews. The home coaches box and all film/
video crews are located on the west side.

The east side is made available for all press,

radio, Fort Hays State sports information, vis-
iting information personnel, public address,
scoreboard operations and a private box for
the president of the university and guests. An
eight-lane, cinder track surrounds the playing
field and adjacent to the stadium are regula-
tion size practice facilities.

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Six Inducted into '90 Tiger Sports Hall of Fame

The 1990 class of inductees into the
Tiger Sports Hall of Fame include four
athletes that excelled while in the Black
& Gold, a coach that established a suc-
cessful women's basketball program,
and a man, although he wasn't directly
associated with Fort Hays State Univer-
sity, that gave a tremendous amount of
time and effort to broadcast the happen-
ings of Tiger athletics.

Herb Bender (1935-38), Earl
"Johnny" Lorbeer (1924-29), Vernon
Moreman (1930-34), and John Wood-
worth (1970-72) all made their mark in
the annals of FHSU athletics. These
four athletes received the highest honor
an athlete can earn at Fort Hays State
University at a brunch this morning at
the Memorial Union.

Helen Miles notched 219 wins in
15 years while establishing a women's
basketball program and earned a spot in
the hall of fame for her accomplish-
ments.

Bob Davis represents the first in-
ductee from the contributor category.
Davis spent 16 years at KAYS radio and
set the standard for coverage and play
by play broadcasts of Tiger sports.

Bender played football on a squad
that probably put together the best three
consecutive years ever in Fort Hays
State football history. Bender earned
all-state and Associated Press Little All-
America honors while playing fullback
for the Tigers on teams in 1934, 1935,
and 1936 that compiled a 20-7-1 record
and an unprecedented three straight
Central Intercollegiate Conference
Championships. He went on to coach at
Almena, Ulysses, Pratt, and Dodge City
where his teams excelled. Bender was
also inducted into the Kansas State High
School Activities Association Hall of
Fame in 1989.

After excelling in the sports of foot-
ball, basketball, baseball, and tennis,
Lorbeer eamed his way to this honor.
Lorbeer lettered and was a captain four
years in each sport. He was also a
standout coach on the prep level with
stops at Morland, Phillipsburg, Stock-
ton, and Hays High School. Lorbeer's
squad at Morland established a 42-game
winning streak. He died in 1985.

Moreman was a football and track
standout at Fort Hays State. He earned
four letters in football and two in track
while a Tiger. Moreman earned All-
Missouri Valley Conference and all-
district honors as a lineman in 1933. He
was a prep coach for 32 years in Colo-
rado, Alaska, Idaho, and Washington.

Woodworth set the standard for re-
ceivers for many years to come after
establishing 11 school records during
his playing carecer. Woodworth was a
three-year letterwinner in football and
also earned a basketball letter. He was
honored as an honorable mention NAIA
All-America in 1971 and 1972, and also
earned All-Central States Intercollegiate
Conference and All-District 10 recogni-
tion while at FHSU.

Miles had only two losing seasons
while establishing a 219-155 (.586 win-
ning percentage). She earned CSIC
Coach of the Year honors in 1979-80
and won conference titles in 1977-78,
1979-80, and 1985-86. Fort Hays State
also won KATAW and AIAW Regional

He was instrumental in
providing Fort Hays State with an ave-
nue to reach friends, fans, and alumni in
a positive manner and was a supporter of
Tiger athletics both on and off the air.
Davis is a five-time receipient of the
Kansas Sportscaster of the Year annually
named by the Kansas Association of
Broadcasters and a two-time winner of
the Oscar Stauffer Award for excellence
in high school sports reporting by the
Kansas High School Activities Associa-
tion.

The 1990 class is the fifth to be in-
ducted and the six new members will
bring the total of inductees to 45. The
Tiger Sports Hall of Fame was estab-
lished in 1986 to honor former Fort Hays
State University athletes, coaches, ad-
ministrators, and community members
who have made an extraordinary contri-
bution to Tiger athletics.
