Football ... Today's game has
been designated the Bill of
Right's Game in conjunciton with
the NCAA and the Commission
on the Bicentennial of the United
States Constitution. FHSU and
Adams State come in virtually
tied for second in the Rocky
Mountain Athletic Conference
and both schools have a shot at
making the NAIA playoffs.

Cross Country ... The Tigers
are idle this week after winning
the women's District 10 Champi-
onship and an automatic qualifi-
cation to the NAIA National
Championship which will be
held Nov. 16 at Kenosha, WI.
Darren Horn of Oberlin was the
only member of the men's team
to qualify for the national meet
with his third place finish in the
district meet.

The women that have qualified
for nationals and their district fin-
ish are: Michelle Sleichter of
Abilene (5th), Sonya Pohlman of
Ellinwood (7th), Jo Schmidt of
Colby (8th), Bobbie Stalter of
Garden City (12th) and Jenni
Denton of Estes Park, CO (13th).

Volleyball... The Lady Tigers
are hosting the 11-team FHSU
Wendy's Invitational today at
Gross Memorial Coliseum. The
championship match is set for
1:30 p.m.

FHSU took a 33-22 record into
the invitational tournament after
posting victories over Bethel
College and Park (MO) College
earlier this week.




Fort Hays State vs. Adams State

THE MATCHUP: The Tigers and
Indians will hook up today to decide sec-
ond place in the Rocky Mountain Athletic
Conference and probably even more im-
portantly will remain in the hunt for an
NAITA post-season berth. FHSU enters
the game with a record of 6-3 overall and
is 3-2 in the RMAC. ASC stands at 6-2
on the season and 2-2 in league play.

The Tigers cranked out a big win with
their second straight game of 40+ points
on offense when they thumped Fort
Lewis College, 49-24, last week at
Durango, CO. FHSU jumped all over the
Raiders with 29 first quarter points. The
Tiger defense created three turnovers in
the initial period and all were turned into
points along with another drive that went
78 yards on five plays.

Senior tailback Alfredo Hylton had his
finest day as a Tiger with 226 rushing
yards on 26 carries. Hylton, a native of
Brooklyn, NY, scored on runs of 28, 31
and 18 yards. He earned District 10 and
Co-RMAC Player of the Week honors
for his performance. Hylton is just 128
yards from reaching the 1,000 yard rush-
ing plateau on the season. The last Tiger
running back to gain 1,000 yards in a sea-
son was Terry Thomas who ran for 1,170
in1985.

FHSU quarterback Damon Fisher also
had an outstanding outing against Fort
Lewis. Fisher completed 7 of 9 passes for
151 yards. The Westminster, CA, signal
caller connected for a pair of scoring
passes. One to wingback John Ruder for
60 yards and another to split end Greg
Smith for 16 yards.

The Tigers are now averaging 268.0
yards a game rushing and 86.7 per game
passing. The Black & Gold have scored
23 TDs on the ground and six through
the air.

Adams State has revamped its offensive
attack this year and no longer feature
one of the nation's top passing games.
With the graduation of standout quarter-
back Bobby Saiz, head coach Jeff Geiser

has gone to the running game which in-
cludes an option attack and also some
very similar plays that the Tigers use on
offense.

Brad Widhalm has taken over the
quarterback duties and is responsible for
188 yards a game in total offense for the
Indians. Widhalm is the squad's top
rusher with 539 yards on 135 carries and
eight touchdowns. He has passed for 967
yards on 56 of 130 passing for an addi-
tional nine touchdowns.

ASC will go with several running backs
behind Widhalm. The team is averaing
281 yards a contest via the ground game.
The Indians top receiver is senior Mark
Krasovich who has 22 catches for 495

yards and seven scoring receplions.

ASC is coming off ofa 11-7 win over
Mesa State College at home in Alamosa,
CO. The Indians losses this season have
come at the hands of Western State, 28-
16, and Colorado Mines, 34-21.

ASC is ranked #13 in this week's NAIA
Coaches Poll with 111 points. The Indi-
ans moved up three spots with their win
over Mesa State. FHSU is close behind
at #15 in the poll. The Tigers made a
leap of five notches from the #20 spot
following the big win at Fort Lewis. The
RMAC's top ranked team is Western
State who holds down the #6 spot and has
already clinched the league title with a 6-
0 record. The Mountaineers are 8-1 over-
all and need to remain ranked in the top
10 to earn the league's automatic bid into
the playoffs. Both ASC and FHSU have

an outside chance at post-season play
heading into today's game, but even the
winner of this game will need some help
to get a bid. There are only two at-large
berths available and teams must be
ranked in the top eight to receive a
berth.

THE COACHES: Bob Cortese has
put up some impressive coaching num-
bers as a collegiate head coach. Now in
his 12th season at four-year schools, he
stands at 98-29-3. Cortese was named
the NAIA District 10 coach of the year
last season and was runner-up for na-
tional coach of the year honors.

He ranked as the third winningest ac-
tive coach in the NAIA prior to the start
of the '91 season. Cortese camned a
bachelor's degree from the University
of Colorado in 1967 where he also let-
tered in football.

Jeff Geiser is in his eighth season at
Adams State and has compiled an overall
record of 49-27-1. The Indian head job
is his only position at a four-year col-
lege. Geiser is a 1976 graduate of the
University of Colorado.

THE SERIES: FHSU has the
edge in the overall series with Adams
State by a 4-1 count. The two schools
first met on the gridiron in 1977. The
Black & Gold have won three straight
from the Indians with the only ASC win
coming in 1978 by a 9-6 score.

LAST YEAR: The Tigers victory
over Adams State has to rank among the
biggest come from behind wins in the
history of the program.

The Tigers trailed 21-0 at the half, but
rallied to score 21 points in the third pe-
riod to tie the contest. FHSU took the
lead with 8:26 remaining in the game on
a Bryan Maring 16 yard pass to Mike
Zegunis. The game went down to the
final seconds when an ASC pass was
intercepted at the Tiger seven yard line
with 23 seconds left in the game.

FHSU outgained the powerful Indian
offense 337 to 242 with the ground
game providing 217 yards on 58 carries.
ASC quarterback Bobby Saiz was held
under 200 yards passing (187) and threw
only one touchdown pass.



Dr. Edward H. Hammond - President
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Dr. Edward H. Hammond, 47, is
the eighth President of Fort Hays
State University. A man of bound-
less enthusiasm and energy, whose
style is upbeat and progressive,
President Hammond was born in
McAllen, Texas, but reared in the
Kansas City, Kansas, area.

Prior to his current post, Presi-
dent Hammond gained education
experiences and shared his expertise

at the University of Louisville, Seton
Hall University, Southern Illinois
University, Purdue University, and
the University of Missouri-Columbia.
The President holds a bachelor’s and
master’s degree from Emporia State
University and the Ph.D. from the
University of Missouri-Columbia.
President Hammond has been
extremely active since assuming the
leadership of the University in the
summer of 1987. He laid the ground-
work for the Western Kansas Educa-
tional Compact, a cooperative educa-
tional initiative between FHSU and
the community colleges in Western
Kansas; watched his dream to totally
computerize the campus become real-
ity; created a Western Kansas Coali-
tion, an organization comprised of
business and community leaders from
57 Western Kansas counties; helped
to establish scholarship programs for

potential minority school teachers at
Garden City and Liberal; has played
a major role in the furthering eco-
nomic devolopment in Hays and
Western Kansas, and introduced a
voice mail system that will vault the
foreign language efforts of FHSU
into an elite class. His latest en-
deavor is a 20 million dollar cam-
paign with monies targeted for sev-
eral areas at FHSU.

President Hammond has pub-
lished widely and is in demand na-
tionally as an educational consultant
because of his expertise in risk man-
agement, staff and institutional liabil-
ity, sexual harassment, and alcohol
education issues.

The Hammond family includes
wife Viv (Hammeke), formerly of
Ellinwood, daughters Kelly and Julic
and son, Lance.

Tom Spicer - Director of Athletics

When Tom Spicer was named
the director of athletics at Fort
Hays State University on July 27,
1989, he said it was something he
had dreamed about for quite some
time. Spicer is starting his third
year as director of athletics and has
emphasized a return to athletic and
academic excellence.

A native of Beaver, OK, Spicer
attended secondary schools in Hays.
He is a graduate of Hays High School
and earned a bachelor of science de-
gree from FHSU in 1972. He played
varsity football for the Tigers during
his collegiate days. Spicer received
his master of science degree from
FHSU in 1977. He is completing a
specialist in education degree with
work at both Southeastern Oklahoma
State University and The Wichita
StateUniversity.

Spicer made the move from di-
rector of athletics and dean of student
affairs at Buter County Community
College in El Dorado back to FHSU.
“I'look at this as a good, professional
move. I will have an excellent oppor-
tunity to share my knowledge and ex-
periences and gain some new experi-
ences at a quality, four-year institu-

tion. Everyone in the midwest knows
that Fort Hays State University is a
great school.”

The 40-year-old Spicer also has
experience as director of athletics,
physical education instructor, head
football and track coach for the
Durant, OK, School District.
Previous to his work in Oklahoma, he
taught and coached at Salina South
High School, at Bishop Miege High
School in Shawnee Mission and at
Schlagle High School in Kansas City,
KS.

Spicer is married to the former
Kathy McGovem of Colorado
Springs, CO. She received a bache-
lor of arts degree in sociology from
FHSU in 1972. The Spicers have
four children: Matt (16), Amber (13),
Kristen (11) and Allison (9).

Bob Cortese
Head Coach

A proven winner. That is how Bob Cortese is perceived in
collegiate coaching circles. Cortese has been successful at ev-
ery stop along his illustrious coaching career and brought that
with him in his first season at Fort Hays State a year ago.
Cortese led the Tigers to an 8-4-0 mark and the school's first
ever post-season playoff appearance. His overall record now
stands at 92-26-3 in 11 seasons as a collegiate head coach.

Cortese was named the 18th head football coach in FHSU
history, December 29, 1989, after 10 years as head coach at
Mesa State College in Grand Junction, Colorado. The Maver-
icks landed six NAIA playoff berths while establishing an 84-
22-3 record with Cortese as their head coach. Mesa State had
records of 2-8 and 1-8, respectively, the two seasons prior to
Cortese’s appointment as head coach. He only had one losing
season, 3-6 in his first year, and never lost more than three
games in any season after that.

The 48-year-old Rochester, N.Y. native ranks third among
the NAIA’s winningest active coaches prior to the start of this
season with a percentage of .773. He has taken a team to the
NAIA playoffs seven of the last nine seasons.

Along with success comes honors, Cortese was named the
NAIA District 7 Coach of the Year six times. He also was a
runner-up for NAIA National Coach of the Year honors in 1982
& 1983. In his first year at FHSU he duplicated those honors
with NAIA District 10 and runner-up NAIA National recogni-
tion.

As a collegiate athlete, Cortese excelled on the football field
at Northeastern Junior College in Sterling, CO, where he earned
J.C. Grid-Wire and UPI All-America honors in 1962. He went
on to two successful seasons at the University of Colorado. He
carned a bachelor of science degree from CU in 1967 with a
major in physical education. He completed work on a master’s
degree in curriculum and instruction with an emphasis in voca-
tional education at the University of Northern Colorado in 1973.

After his playing days at CU, Cortese spent Lwo $easons as a
graduate assistant there and later returned to the program under
both Bill Mallory and Chuck Fairbanks as a full time assistant,

Cortese was a prep coach in Colorado at Lakewood High
School (1979-80), Arvada Senior High School (1974-77), High-
land High School (1971-74), and St. Joseph High School (1969-
71). His coaching mark at all levels is an impressive 182-53-4
in 22 seasons.

Cortese is married. His wife’s name is Toni. Bob has two
sons, Jim and Jeff, and Toni has two daughters, Michelle and
Andrea.

Jay Hood
Defensive Coordinator

Jay Hood begins his second season as
defensive coordinator, secondary coach and
recruiting coordinator. Hood brings vitality
and enthusiasm to the Tiger staff.

Hood a held similar position at Mesa State
College as an assistant to Bob Cortese in a
successful program from 1988-90. He was
instrumental in the defensive performance of
Maverick squads that put together 9-2 and 9-1
seasons, respectively.

Hood got his coachng start as a graduate
assistant at Bowling Green State University
from 1986-88. His duties with the Falcons
included special teams, defensive secondary,
film breakdown, special teams scouting re-
port, production of off-season training films,
on-campus recruiting and physical condition-
ing.

A 1986 graduate of Ohio Wesleyan Uni-
versily with a bachelor of arts degre, Hood
was a four-year starter at quarterback. He
earned all-conference honors all four seasons
and was a team captain three years.

A native of Ada, Ohio, Hood, 27 (born
September 5, 1963), married the former Lisa
Burnham in June of '90.

Bill Kralice

Offensive Line

Bill Kralicek, who will handle the offensive
line duties this season, rejoins Cortese’s staff
after a year of being apart. Kralicek spent nine
years at Mesa State under the Tiger head man.

Kralicek was the offensive coordinator at
Mesa State last year for the Mavericks' national
runner-up squad. He also held positions as the
assistant head coach, a physical education in-
structor, and head wrestling coach from 1984-
91 at Mesa State. In his tenure at the Grand
Junction, CO, school, Kralicek coached seven
NAIA All-Americans and two Kodak All-
Americans in football.

As a prep coach, Kralicek held head jobs at
Palisade, Arvada, Delta and Crowley County
high schools in Colorado.

Like Cortese, Kralicek was a varsity football
letterman at the University of Colorado. He was
captain of the 1971 Buffalo squad that finished
10-3 with a number three national ranking.
Kralicek was named a CoSIDA Academic All-
American in '71.

Kralicek completed work on a bachelor’s
degree at Colorado in December of 1972. He
earned a master’s degree from Western State
College in physical education in 1984.

Kralicek, 41, and his wife, Gail, have two
sons, Joe (18 ) and Chris (16). Joe will attend
FHSU as a freshman this fall.

Wayne Petterson
Linebackers

Wayne Petterson begins his 10th year as a
member of the FHSU athletic staff, and his
second year under head coach Bob Cortese.
Petterson is also the head wrestling coach for
the Tigers.

With responsibilities on the defensive side
with the linebackers, Petterson coaches foot-
ball with the same intensity as he does wres-
tling. He has produced a group of NAIA All-
America wrestlers while heading the program,

Petterson is a 1982 graduate of FHSU
with a bachelor of science degree in physical
education. He completed work on his
master's degree, also in physical education at
FHSU, in 1984,

The Beloit native excelled as a wrestler
with three NATA All-America performances
to his credit. He attended Graceland College
in Lamoni, IA, as a freshman and earned All-
America honors before transferring to FHSU.
Petterson was honored with the prestigious
Busch Gross Award in 1982 which recognizes|
the top senior from the previous year at
FHSU. He has wrestled and coached on the
international level with trips that include the
Orient.

Founded in 1902 on the Plains of
Western Kansas, Fort Hays State Univer-
sity is the second youngest of the six state
universities of higher education.

LEWIS FIELD STADIUM

Lewis Field Stadium, the 7,000-seat home
of the Tigers was constructed in 1936 on
what was formerly the Golden Belt Fair-
grounds, and was named in honor of William
Alexander Lewis, president of Fort Hays
State University from 1913 to 1933.

The native limestone structure is located
beside a spacious tree-lined drive and is just a
short walk from the campus residence halls
and the downtown business district.

The stadium turf is Bermuda grass, the
same strong-rooted plant used on many golf
course greens. Dressing rooms, concession
areas, athletic training facilities, and equip-
ment storage rooms are located under the sta-
dium. New restroom facilities were com-
pleted before the 1986 season. The newest
remodeling was recently finished on the home
locker room. An overhaul of the former
locker room was completed just before fall
practices in "90 with a synthetic floor, a false
ceiling and new paint providing an entirely
different atmosphere. A state-of-the-art stereo
system was also installed.

Admittance to the stadium is allowed
through two main gates, one on the east side
and one on the west side. Four ticket win-
dows are in service for each game.

Atop both grandstands are press box facili-
ties which provide seating for writers, statisti-
cians, radio stations, scouts, and film/video
crews. The visitor's coaches box and all film/
video crews are located on the west side.

The east side is available for all press, ra-
dio, FHSU sports information, visiting infor-

mation personnel, public address, scoreboard
operations and a private box for the president
of the university and hisguests. An eight-lane,
cinder track surrounds the playing field and
adjacent to the stadium are regulation size
practice facilities.
