Founded in 1902 on the plains of west-
ern Kansas, Fort Hays State University is
the second youngest of the state's six
universities of higher education.

Dr. Edward H. Hammond,
is the eighth President of Fort
Hays State University. A man
of boundless enthusiasm and
energy, whose style is up-
beat and progressive, Dr.
Hammond was born in McAl-
len, Texas, but reared in the
Kansas City, Kansas area.

Prior to his current post,
President Hammond gained
educational experiences and
shared his expertise at the
universities of Louisville,
Seton Hall, Southern lllinois,
Purdue, and Missouri-Colum-

bia. The President holds
bachelor's and master's de-
grees from Emporia State Uni-
versity and the Ph.D. from the
University of Missouri-Colum-
bia.

President Hammond has
been extremely active since
assuming the leadership of
the University in the summer
of 1987. He laid the ground-
work for a cooperative edu-
cational initiative between
FHSU and the community col-
leges in Western Kansas; has
watched his dream to totally
computerize the campus be-
come a reality; created an or-
ganization comprised of busi-
ness and community leaders
from 54 Western Kansas
counties and helped to estab-
lish scholarship programs for
potential minority school
teachers at Garden City and
Liberal.

Dr. Hammond has played a
major role in furthering eco-
nomic development in Hays
and Western Kansas and in-
troduced a voice mail system

that vaulted the foreign lan-
guage efforts of FHSU into an
elite class. He prompted the
completion of the Beach/
Schmidt Performing Arts Cen-
ter for the cultural develop-
ment of the area and launched
the expansion of Sternberg
Museum to a new location
soon on Interstate 70. He
obtained federal and state
funding for the university's
new $12 million science build-
ing and completed a $20 mil-
lion Capital Campaign to raise
private monies for the en-
hancement of many univer-
sity programs.

President Hammond has
published widely and is in de-
mand nationally as an educa-
tional consultant because of
his expertise in risk manage-
ment, staff and institutional
liability, sexual harassment,
and alcohol education issues.

The Hammond family in-
cludes wife Viv (Hammeke),
formerly of Ellinwood, daugh-
ters Kelly and Julie, and son
Lance.

Tom Spicer was named
director of athletics at Fort
Hays State University on July
27, 1989. Spicer begins his
ninth year as director of ath-
letics and has emphasized a
return to athletic and aca-
demic excellence.

A native of Beaver, Okla-
homa, Spicer attended sec-
ondary schools in Hays. Heis
a graduate of Hays High

School and earned a bachelor
of science degree from Fort
Hays State University in 1972.
He played varsity football for
the Tigers during his colle-
giate days. Spicer also re-
ceived his master of science
degree from FHSU in 1977.
Spicer is largely respon-
sible for the improvements
that were made to Lewis Field
Stadium. Through his contin-
ued efforts the 1936 stadium
was renovated with new
synthetic surfaces on both
the football field and track.
The native limestone struc-
ture was sandblasted to its
original color. A new two-
story press box on the west
side of the stadium is a wel-
come addition to stadium.
Spicer's fund-raising efforts
have led to improved financial
support of the Tiger athletic
programs, allowing student
athletes the opportunity to at-

tend FHSU.

Prior to making the move
back to FHSU Spicer was the
director of athletics and dean
of student affairs at Butler
County Community College.
He also has experience as
director of athletics, physical
education instructor, head
football coach and track coach
for the Durant, Oklahoma,
School District.

Previous to his work in
Oklahoma, he taught and
coached at Salina South High
School, at Bishop Miege High
School in Shawnee Mission
and at Schlagle High School in
Kansas City, Kansas.

Spicer is married to the
former Kathy McGovern of
Denver, Colorado. She re-
ceived a bachelor of arts de-
gree in sociology from Fort
Hays State in 1972. The
Spicers have four children:
Matt, Amber, Kristen and
Allison.

Lewis Field Stadium, the 5,862-seat home of
the Tigers, received a major facelift prior to the
1993 season. The native limestone structure
was refurbished to its natural state when 57
years of weathering was
sandblasted away.

The grass football field and
cinder track were replaced
with state-of-the-art artificial
surfaces.

The new football field is
STADIA-Turf, an artificial play-
ing surface. The green turf
lies upon a rubber surface
and beneath it is a layer of
crushed rock which allows for maximum drain-
age. Both end zones are gold with black
lettering spelling out Fort Hays in the north and
Tigers in the south.

The new 8-lane rubber and polyurethane
track was named the Alex Francis track, to
honor the former Tiger track & field coach. The
majority of the field events are conducted
outside the north wall.

Prior to the start of the 1996 season &8
the seating was replaced throughout the §
stadium. The new seats include 1,000
chairback seats on the west side and new
bench seating in the remainder of the
stadium.

Lewis Field was constructed in 1936 on
what was formerly the Golden Belt Fair- |
grounds, and was named in honor of
William Alexander Lewis, president of
Fort Hays State University from 1913 to
1933.

The field is located beside a spacious tree-
lined drive and is just a short walk from the
campus residence halls and the downtown
business district.

Dressing rooms, conces-
sion areas, athletic training
facilities, restrooms and
equipment storage rooms are
located under the grand-
stands. An overhaul of the
Tiger locker room was com-
pleted just before fall prac-
tices in 1990 with a syn-
thetic floor, a false ceiling
and new paint providing an
entirely different atmosphere. A new stereo
system was also installed.

Admittance to the stadium is allowed through
two main gates, one on the east side and one
on the west side. Four ticket windows are in
service for each game.

Outside the limestone wall to the southeast
are two football practice fields.

The most recent addition to Lewis Field

Stadium is the new 2,800 square-foot Hubbard
press box which sits atop the west side of the

stadium. The press box is named in honor of

R.D. and Joan Dale Hubbard of
Palm Desert, Calif. who pro-
vided the majority of the fund-
ing.

The upper level of the two-
story press box features a large
area in which 20 or more elec-
tronic media personnel can re-
porton college athletic contests.
Available for reporters are radio and television
booths, hookups, a camera deck, afilming room
and a restroom. Booths are also available for
both home and visiting football coaches for
scouting. The second floor also houses
scoreboard, public address and statistical
Crews.

The lower level of the facility is the hospital-
ity area where President and Mrs. Edward H.
Hammond will host university guests. Inside
the University Suite are tables and chairs for 40
guests, a small kitchen and a
restroom.

The entire press box is
heated and air conditioned and
has an integrated sound sys-
tem whereby users may listen
to radio broadcasts, view tele-
vised games and pick up crowd
noise from outside the box.

An elevator will carry university guests,
media personnel and people with disabilities
from ground level to their destinations. Areas
designed especially for the disabled are lo-
cated at the top of the stadium both north and
south of the first level of the press box.

The 1996 Fort Hays State
University football season be-
gan well for the Tigers posting
victories over instate rivals
Emporia State and Washburn
University. The 2-0 startmoved
the Tigers to the number 6 spot
inthe NCAA |l rankings.

The next five weeks of the
season proved to be a roller
coaster ride forthe squad. Fol-
lowing the 2-0 start FHSU lost
the first game in school history
to Fort Lewis College at home
24-21. An off week and the
Tigers rebounded with a thun-
dering 46-7 homecoming vic-
tory over Mesa State College
which was in turn followed by
a42-14 crushing defeat at Ne-
braska-Kearney. Alastsecond
field goal the next Saturday and
FHSU defeated Western State
College 26-23. Returning home
the next weekend FHSU
dropped a 22-19 decision to
New Mexico Highlands.

Aincredible 30-27 comeback
victory at home versus previ-
ously unbeaten and number 8
Chadron State College and the
Tigers were 5-3 on the year.
Road wins at Adams State and
Colorado Mines and the 1997
squad had won their final three

" games of the season. The Ti-
gers win over Colorado Mines
was the 50th win for head
coach Bob Cortese at FHSU
making him the winningestcoach
in school history.

Gone from the 1996 squad
are five firstteam All-RMAC per-
formers in defensive back Keith
Eck, wide receiver Xavier
Brown, running back Emmett
Pride, defensive lineman Jer-
emy Hawks and center Ryan
Martin.

McReynolds pass ef-
ficiency rating of 134.1 ranked
him 24th in NCAA |l and was
tops among RMAC quarter-
backs. He passed for 1,831
yards and 15 touchdowns
while running for 463 yards
and seven touchdowns. Play-
ing behind McReynolds again
this season will be sophomore
J.J. Selmon who saw limited
action last season. Also re-
turning is redshirt freshman Jeff
Lolley.

Mintner, ajunior flanker, was
second on last years squad
with 30 receptions for 406 yards
and fourtouchdowns. His back-
ups sophomore Ken Lloyd and
redshirt freshman Jeff Ruder
have yet to catch a pass at
FHSU.

The split end prospects are
newcomers to the Tiger foot-
ballprogramin Neal Smith and
SeanWilliams. Bothtransferred
to FHSU at semester and par-
ticipated in spring practice.
Tight ends Jami Deters(6'4",
256), Bryan DelLong(6'3", 223),
John Thyfault(6'2", 226) and
Justin Killian(6'3", 204) are re-
turners who will battle for play-
ing time.

Bob Cortese begins his
eighth season as head
coach ofthe FortHays State
University football program.
The Tigers 44-26 win over
Colorado Mines to end last
season was his 50th vic-
tory at FHSU which sur-
passed Wayne McConnell
for the most victories by a
Tiger football coach. His
average of seven wins per
season is tops among Ti-
ger coaches who have
coached at FHSU for more
than one season. Nation-
ally he ranks sixth among active NCAA Il coaches in
winning percentage and 11th in career victories. The
100-win plateau came when the Tigers won their final
game of the '91 season. His overall record now stands
at 134-48-6 in 17 seasons as a collegiate coach. In 16
years coaching in the RMAC he is 91-18-4 in confer-
ence play, a winning percentage of .823.

In 1990 he took over a struggling FHSU football
program and led the Tigers to an 8-4 mark and the
school's first ever postseason playoff appearance.
Since the 1990 NAIA playoff appearance he has
guided the Tigers into the NCAA |l playoffs in 1993 and
1995. The 1993 squad captured the school's first
Rocky Mountain Athletic Conference footballtitle since
joiningthe league. The 1995team posted a6-0-1 Rocky
Mountain Athletic Conference mark to tie for the con-
ference crown and Cortese was named RMAC Co-
Coach of the Year. Tiger teams have tallied a school
record eight victories in a season six times and Cortese
coached teams have accomplished that feat four
times.

Cortese was named the 18th head football coach
in FHSU history, December 29, 1989, after 10 years as
head coach at Mesa State College in Grand Junction,
Colorado. The Mavericks landed six NAIA playoff
berths while establishing an 84-22-3 record with
Cortese as head coach. Mesa State posted records
of 2-8 and 1-8 during the two seasons priorto Cortese’s
appointment as head coach. He only had one losing
season with the Mavericks and never lost more than
three games in any season after his first year.

Along with success comes honors. Cortese was
named the NAIA District 7 Coach-of-the-Year six
times. He also was a runner-up for NAIA National
Coach of the Year honors in 1982 and 1983. In his first
year at FHSU he duplicated those honors with NAIA
District 10 and runner-up NAIA National recognition.

As a collegiate athlete, Cortese excelled on the
football field at Northeastern Junior College in Sterling,
Colo., where he earned J.C. Grid-Wire and UPI All-
America honors in 1962. He went on to spend two
successful seasons with the University of Colorado.
He earned a bachelor of science degree from Colorado
in 1967 with a major in physical education. He com-
pleted work on a master's degree in curriculum and
instruction with an emphasis in vocational education
at the University of Northern Colorado in 1973.

After his playing days at the University of Colorado,
Cortese spent two seasons as a graduate assistant
inthe program and later returned to the program under
both Bill Mallory and Chuck Fairbanks as a full time

assistant.

Cortese was a prep coach in Colorado at Lake-
wood High School (1979-80), Arvada Senior High
School (1974-77), Highland High School (1971-74),
and St. Joseph High School (1969-71). His coaching
mark at all levels is 224-75-7 in 27 seasons.

Cortese is married to wife Toni. Bob has two
sons, Jim and Jeff, and Toni has two daughters,
Michelle and Andrea.
