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Tonight's Game

The 1972-73 edition of the Fort Hays State
Tigers opens up their season tonight against the
Raiders from Fort Lewis College.

Fort Lewis brings in a squad that returns
four lettermen from last season’s 13-13 squad.
The Raiders finished in a tie for the sixth spot
in the Rocky Mountain Athletic Conference last
year. In the coaches’ pre-season poll, the Raiders
were put in the seventh slot.

First year coach Dr. Charles Walker will
build his team around veterans Benji Gadson,
Rick Clark and transfer Greg Allen. The Raiders
lack height and Dr. Walker plans to use an ag-
gressive game. Major losses for the Raiders last
year were the graduation of all-league Gerald
Carter and regulars Paul Soto and Gene Bundy.

This will be the first meeting between the
two schools.

Fort Lewis comes into tonight’s game with
one game under their belts as they visited Cam-
eron, Okla. Saturday for an opening season
tournament. In four years of competition in the
RMAC, the Raiders have compiled a 21-35 mark.

A Look Ahead

Following tonight’s game, the Tiger cagers
journey to Kearney State College before return-
ing home on Dec. 2 to face Sacred Heart College.

The Antelopes return 12 lettermen from last
year’s team that was 19-6 and took a trip to the
NAIA Championships in Kansas City. Last seas-
on, the Antelopes dropped an 84-83 decision to
the Bengals in Sheridan Coliseum before defeat-
ing FHS on their home court 84-72.

According to Sports Information Director
Don Briggs, the outlook for KSC is bright but
cloudy. Twelve lettermen return, but gone are
6-11 Roger Ahearns, all-conference choice and
leading scorer John Kropp, and Mike Rol, Alan
Lee and Bob Jones.

Returning are starters Tom Kropp, Jerry
Willis, and Mark Christensen, plus teammates
who saw much action last fall. Five freshmen
and two transfers make the outlook pleasant.
The Antelopes will be exciting and should be a
high scoring outfit.

Sacred Heart returns to FHS after dropping
two decisions to the Tigers last season. The Jets
lost in Hays 93-59 and in Wichita 66-65. Last
year, Sacred Heart had a mark of 9-15.

Mike Bayer returns to lead the Jet attack.
Last season Bayer was an NAIA All-America
Honorable Mention.

Sacred Heart’s team strength lies in their
shooting, while their weakness is lack of size and
experience.
