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Drug charges scary
The problems of the nati?n always seem to be in
some other place, but in fact they are in our back-
yards.

Reality hit home Friday when I leamed two
teachers at my alma mater, Great Bend High
School, had been brought up on drug-related
charges.

It does not seem to hit home when it is someone
who you figured would never make anything out of
their lives, but when teachers are charged, it is
scary.

Kenton Auston, woodworking instrucior, is
charged with four counts of selling cocaine within
1,000 feet of a school and Kevin McNorton, biol-
ogy instructor, is charged with possession of co-
caine and marijuana.

The two, before their suspension, were in a
position of influence among the 700-plus students
that attend GBHS and if convicted their sentences
should reflect that in order to send a message to
students about the seriousness of the crime.

There was at least one retired teacher who wrote
to the “Great Bend Tribune” who thought the paper
should have told the occupations of the other eight
arrested in the investigation if they were going to
do so with McNorton and Austin, but the fact that
these two were teachers was more of the story than
anything else. | , . -
