FINAL PLANS FOR NEW CLASSROOM OFFICE BUILDING FOR FORT HAYS STATE
UNIVERSITY; ARCHITECT - WOODS & STARR

SETE: The site is on the northeast edge of the campus at the main
entrance to the campus from the city. O0ld Rarick Hall was razed
earlier this year to provide sufficient site space for this new
facility.

LAYOUT : The building is three stories and will house the following
departments: Art, Economics, Education, English, Foreign Language,
Mathematics, Philosophy, Political Science and Sociology. It is
designed to serve the handicapped and to conserve energy. The
exterior is native stone and precast concrete to blend in with the
existing campus architecture.

BUDGET: The approved budget for the project is as follows:

New construction including

fixed equipment $ 4,680,000
Sitework and raze Rarick . 130,000
A/E fees 257,000
Printing, testing, misc. 23,500
Inspection 25,000
Movable equipment 100,000
Landscaping 8,000
Project contingency 230,000

$ 5,453,500

New construction is estimated at $40.00 per gross sq. ft. and there are
117,000 sq. ft.

SOLAR HEATING: An alternate bid price will be received for solar heating.

The solar alternate will serve about 65% of the building's heating needs.
The roof will be covered with several hundred solar collector panels
tilted to meet the sun. Storage will be in a huge 30 foot long concrete
tank beneath the first floor.
