Van CLibwun was another well-known pianist who §illed the noom with pleasant music
and absentmindedly replayed part of a number. On a December 7th afternoon, a
Japanese band played the Star Spangled Banner and. followed L with theirn own
national anthem and an excellent concernt. One forgot Jubie Hawiis was a middle-
aged woman the night she played "Hamlet" on the Sheridan stage.

Baritone WALLLiam
Wargield did not need one. Anothen embarnassing moment was when a ballef company
anose from the undusted stage with their beautiful costumes filthy. A good crowd

went to see Marnge and Gower Champion, but a then Little known singer, Hauty

BeLafonte, stole the show and the hearts of the audience. fe remembered the situation;
too, and netuwuned Later as a well-known performer Lo ALL the seats to the nafterns

and to the edge of the stage, which was set up in the middle of the count. Trumpet
player AL Hint and his company played in a Like setting.

Hal Hotbrook, on a cross-country towr, brought Mark Twain Zo Life. fe went on %o
play Twain on the New York stage and on television. James Whitmore strolled onto
the stage, made some introductony nemarks, slouched down for wo houns became
Wil Rogens. AL Capp proved he was funniert on stage than in his comic stnip.
Franklin P. A. Adams was drunk and not funny.

There were politicians, too. Bawy Goldwater and George MeGovern expressed thein
views, Goldwatern after he nan forn President and MeGovern before. John Kennedy
spoke 4in the Union duning his quest gor the nomination for the presidency. Carlos
Romulo necalled he had neplied he "felt Like a dime among nickles" when a Lall’
