3asic English and Basic Mathematics courses: At the last meeting the problem re­
garding removing the deficiency in English and mathematics was discussed. In
the meantime, Senate members were asked to discuss this problem with other in­
structors on the campus. The general feeling seems to be that the courses
Basic English and Basic Mathematics should not give college credit as the cali­
ber of these courses is high school rather than college standard.

As explained at the last meeting it is probable that the present method
does put an additional burden on the athlete which the other colleges in the
conference do not impose. It is possible that the athlete is eligible to
compete according to the conference rules but cannot do so because he is on
academic probation here.

One solution of this problem might be to require the students deficient in
En~lish to enroll for English 1 for three credit hours and then meet the class
five days a week in an effort to make up the deficiency. This would require
special English 1 classes.

It was decided that this problem would be left until the next meeting of
the Senate.
