Judg­
ments will have to be made by the adviser regarding the
student's ability.

Students are to take ~nly one Honors course in anyone
semester, and no student would take more than 24 hours
of work in the Honors Pr ogram.

It was asked how the Honors rogram would affect the Advanced
English 1 program. A student ho ma. es a high score in
English in the ACT testing is laced in the Advanced
s ctions. Students who are considered eligible r r the
Honors program would have to have . high aggregate score
in the testing, not jus t Engl i sh.

If the Honors ogram is t succeed the whole faculty will
need to prov~de feed-back for the rogram. It is d1rri~

cult to make comparisons at this ti e.

Faculty members who have criticisms and suggestions should
~ake th se to the Honors Board. Questions should be
addressed to the Board as their value ~ill be lost unless
the Honors Board receives them.
